To Brighton and Hove Albion, our visitors and
also our guests, we extend to you a very hearty and
warm welcome. We are quite aware that the
meeting of our respective clubs today, marks perhaps
the greatest epoch in the many years of our friendly
rivalry, but we are sure whatever the result of the
match may be, our friendship and rivalry will still
carry on throughout the ages. Our tussles in the
past have always been strenuous but on no occasion
have we ever allowed our rivalry to interfere with
the happy relationship that has always been
evidenced between us. We always look forward
to the visit of your club if only for the renewal
of acquaintances and the exchange of pleasant
reminiscences. We realise our fixture today has
been eagerly awaited for by both clubs. May it be
fought out in the best traditions of British soccer,
and irrespective of the result, may it be said at the
cessation of hostilities ** Well done Brighton, well
done Luton, you have both played the game.”
Should you prove to be our victors you can be
assured that the first to congratulate you will be the
Luton Town Football Club.

Brighton and Hove Albion, once Brighton and
Hove Rangers, grew out of a Brighton United F.C.,
a club formed in 1898, but which died in its second
season.

After the death of the United, Mr. John
Jackson formed the Brighton and Hove Rangers,
and they were elected to the Second Division of the
Southern League in the season 1901-2. The wages
of the club then were £11 per week. How many
times greater is it today? This however was
considerably increased a season or so later when the
Albion, which had by that time been reconstructed
under the title of Brighton and Hove Albion, moved
into Division I, after beating Watford by three goals
to one in a “ test " match. Although being entitled
to promotion the club had a difficult problem to
solve before accepting. Could they afford it? The
general concensus of opinion was that senior football
presented difficulties which could not be overcome,
and although the men who wanted to move on
admitted they were more or less in agreement with
the people who advocated waiting until the club
was more firmly established, they talked over the
waverers and the Albion became members of the
First Division

The first season was a failure from a playing
point of view. The Albion finished at the bottom
of the table, but were fortunately voted back. The
following season the tide turned and a very
respectable position was achieved. Since those
days the position has improved considerably. In
the season 1909-10, and again in 1920-21, they won
the championship, whilst a further honour to befall
them in the 1909-10 season was the acquisition of
the F.A. Charity Cup.

In the Third Division Southern Section,
Brighton have always commanded respect, whilst
their reputation as Cup fighters is widely known.
The highest number of points ever collected by the
Albion was in season 1926-27, when 53 were
accumulated, whilst the lowest number, 35, was
gathered in season 1921-22.

The following are a few notes of the players
who will be wearing the blue and white striped
jersey today :—

Thomson (goalkeeper) A native of Perth, is in
his third season with the Sussex club. Has a
very safe pair of hands, and is considered to be
one of the finest goalkeepers in England. Came
south from Falkirk, with whom he spent four
seasons ; previous to that was with Alloa.

King (right full back) Is a big bluff bustling back
who believes in going for the ball and is fond
of the sliding tackle. Was with West Bromwich
Albion before joining Brighton and Hove.
Hails from Weymouth for which town he
formerly played in the Western League.

Martin (left full back) Signed three seasons ago
from Heanor Town. Secured his place in the
League side last season. Maintained good form
and made the position his own.

Smith (right half back) Formerly with Cardiff
City, Merthyr and Hull. Comes from that
happy hunting ground the North-East, and is
one of the most experienced players in the
League. Is a stumbling block to opposing
forwards. Knows how and when to give his
own forwards the ball, having played as an
inside forward before being placed in the half
back position.



Stevens (centre half back)  Formerly with
Stockport County. He is rather short, but is
fast and is equally dependable for his kicking as
for his heading. A sure footed defender and a
pleasing player to watch.

Walker (left half back) Formerly a railway clerk,
hailing from Walsall, and for seven seasons has
been giving the Albion yeoman service. Has
been a most consistent and very hard working
half, and is equally at home as an inside forward.

Farrell (outside right) Joined the Albion from
Portsmouth some years ago as outside right.
Only returned to that position this season. A
hard worker and thrustful who never knows
the meaning of * stop.”

Wilson (inside right) Had three seasons with
Newcastle United, making several appearances
in the first eleven. Transferred to Brighton
this season and is one of the cleverest inside
forwards in the Division.

Law (centre forward) This is his second season
with the Albion, previously being with Sheffield
United. Uses his head well and has the happy
knack of making the most of his wingers with
