CLUB NOTES

OUR promotion hopes received a most severe

jolting here last Saturday, when we allowed
Doncaster Rovers to leave with both points in their
bag. It was a match we should never have lost for
we are not exaggerating when we say we had almost
ninety per cent of the game and our goalkeeper, while
not having much to do in the first half, never had a
single shot to save all through the second. As one
paper put it ‘ the result was a travesty,’ but it is goals
that count every time and in this important item
our efforts were not successful, although the luck
which the Rovers enjoyed in keeping us out was
fantastic. However we would have been very
pleased with our lads if they had been able to bring
away two points from an away match under the same
circumstances and so must give Doncaster the credit
for a very hard-fought win.

Plymouth Argyle are our opponents today and
we extend to them a most welcome return to
Kenilworth Road. They dropped to the Third
Division at the end of the 1949/50 season along with
Bradford, but after only two seasons in that Division
earned their way back with the splendid record of
having obtained 66 points from the 46 matches
played, scoring 107 goals in the process, with only

53 against. So far to date they have scored 33 goals,
fourteen of them away from home, and are placed a
very handy third in the table at the moment with a
game in hand on their nearest rivals. The Argyle
have slipped a little lately as they have obtained
only 2 points out of the last 6, two of these matches
being at home, missing a great opportunity at home
last Saturday, of reducing Huddersfield's lengthening
lead by going down against them by 2 clear
goals. Plymouth's away successes have been at
Southampton 3-2; Barnsley 3-0; Hull City 1-0; and
Brentford 2-1; with drawn games at Leeds and
Swansea. Having obtained 10 points away from
home from a possible 18, these lads from Plymouth
are playing each match with great confidence and it
will undoubtedly take a good team to beat them.
Our lads always seem to play better against good
opposition however so we shall all be disappointed
if today’s match does not prove to be a ‘ cracker.’

Our *“Stiffs " lost their first match this season
at Crystal Palace last Saturday, but again we feel
we were unfortunate to finish on the losing side.
Our lads seemed unable to get a grip on the game
during the first half and the two goals lead enjoyed
by the Palace at half time was no more than they
deserved. After change of ends, however, there
was only one team in it and only several great saves
by the Palace goalie, two in particular from shots by
Gordon Turner, prevented us from taking over the
lead. Only Ron Baynham was in our half of the
field for long stretches during that second half and
then with only five minutes to go, the Palace keeper
saved another good shot and from his clearance,

Evans their centre forward broke away and was able
to place the ball past Baynham to register for them
a very lucky win. Unfortunately for this match
Hugh McJarrow was not able to appear and his
absence undoubtedly had a big bearing on this
defeat, for though well as Joe Scott played, he just
could not keep up the pace for the whole ninety
minutes due to lack of training. He scored a very
nice goal but missed a splendid chance soon after
change of ends which for the life of him he cannot
explain how he missed it except that the ball was
spinning viciously as he went to kick it. Never
mind, lads, you have had a magnificent run and we
have no doubt this setback will not make the
slightest difference to you continuing to serve us
with some delightful football. !
