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Voice of Arsenal

IT was perhaps a little disappointing to
our supporters that after a very fine win
at Sunderland on Saturday, we dropped a
point at home, on Tuesday evening.

In fairness it must be said that the team
fought back well after having had a penalty
scored against them in the first half. Having
drawn level once, West Bromwich scored
again and again we got even with them and
were going all out for the winner when
the end came. It was certainly a most
exciting match and has whetted the appe-
tite in anticipation of many more like it.
We offer our congratulations to Vie Groves
on scoring the first Arsenal goal of the new
season at Sunderland and to David Herd
for his two on Tuesday.

The Opening

It was a welcome start to the season when
we heard that the Youth team had won
their first match in the South East Coun-
ties League at Watford last Saturday morn-
ing. The score was 2-0 and both goals
were scored in the first half. For the
record keepers and also those who fol-
lowed the Youth team last season it will be
a surprise to read that the names of the
scorers were Read and King. It will be a
further surprise to learn that every player
was an amateur and only four had been
in the team last season.

The team was, in fact, as follows: Coe;
Winship, Harris; Durrant, McMullen,
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Sanchez; Wells, King, Read, Radford and
Everitt, Of these Sanchez had played in 22
games last season, and Everitt 20 games.
Coe and King had made only two appear-
ances each, so that they hardly count as
regulars.

The Youth team had been depleted for a
number of reasons, the chief of which was
that some of their number had been
signed as professionals. Four private trial
matches have been played, just before the
beginning of Lhe season, and as a result of
those games we have been able to re-
plenish the ranks of the Youth team with
new young talent, and that is, we think you
will agree, a very good thing. With the
virtual end of National Service on the hori-
zon we can now look forward to a con-
tinuous and progressive coaching period
for these youngsters under our own super-
vision and the consequent replenishment
of players for the senior team.

Then, on Saturday afterncon, those of
you who were at Highbury saw the Com-
bination team jump into an early lead
against Swindon Town with two very quick
goals from Ray Swallow. The wind did not
help either team and made accurate passing
difficult yet it was surprising how fast and
accurate the Third Division Reserve side
was in its movements, but their finishing
did not match up to their approach work
which is why they lost the game. The final

result was 3-1 in our favour, the third goal
being scored again by Swallow, with a
penalty in the closing stages after Swindon
had got their only goal. The penalty was
awarded for a deliberate handling of the
ball in the area by the right full-back who
had, just previously, been allowed to get
away with exactly the same offence some
yards outside the area.

As usual, the score of the first team,
playing away, was given every fifteen
minutes and it was heartening for every-
one when we learnt, at half-time, that our
boys were in the lead at Roker Park. As
we were to discover later, it was the only
goal of the match, but it was not for some
time that we were told how very well they
played. Even bhefore Vic Groves opened
the season’s scoring for us Herd had had
a strong shot brilliantly saved by the goal-
keeper and had seen another go inches
over the bar whilst Haverty saw a fine shot
miss just as narrowly:; but more of the
details of this match will be found on
another page and so we will not pursue
it in this editorial.

Ins and Outs

At the end of last season we gave free
transfers to four youngsters whom we felt
would not make the “top™ grade and
would perhaps have a better chance else-
where. They were Greenwood (full-back),
Vernon and Brown (both centre-forwards)
and Crouch (outside-right/wing half). By
mutual consent we also refrained from
signing young Hitchens, an outside-left,
who is still in H.M.F. but who felt that he
would prefer not to continue.

The first signing of the summer was
Tommy Marshall, a young half-back from
the Bradford area and who has shown much
promise in the junior grade in both wing
half positions and at centre-half. The
second was Kevin Singfield, another wing
half-back, who was assisting Bath City in
the Southern League last season and the
third, just recently, was Bobby Dixon the
Crook Town winger who has shown some
extremely promising form.

To those who have left us we wish every
success in their new sphere and to those
who have recently joined us we extend a
very hearty welcome with the hope that
they will have a long and successful
sojourn at Highbury.

Portsmouth at home to Charl-
ton Athletic will also be an attractive
game. It is some considerable time since
we played a competitive game at Griffin
Park and so this too should prove to be a
welcome fixture for the Brentford sup-
porters.

In order to fit in with clubs’ own fix-
tures the Competition does not lay down
specific dates for these matches but they
all have to be completed, including any
replays, on or before Monday, 4th Novem-
ber. When all the dates have been mutually
arranged we will publish them so that our
supporters may make arrangements to see
any that they fancy.

In the original fixture lists which we
published, our home League fixture with
Aston Villa was shown as on Tuesday, lst
October.

rogative, provided for in the League rules,
in refusing to play by floodlight, their
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reason being that they do mnot have the
lights and prefer not to play in artificial
light in away games.

Qur Visitors

Luton Town Football club was formed
in 1885 by the fusion of Luton Wanderers
and Luton Excelsior. The Wanderers had
already some title to local fame, for they
had the famous Old Etonians in an F.A.
Cup-tie and effected a draw. Since those
far-offi days the club has known many
vicissitudes and there have been frequent
occasions when the existence of the club, as
a first-class organisation, was in very grave
doubt. At the present time however, things
are very much brighter than in any time
in their somewhat chequered career.

Actually, Luton Town is the oldest pro-
fessional football club in the South of
England, for in 1890 an offer of five shil-
lings per week was made to each of three
local players. Frank and Harry Whitby and
a player named Read. At the end of that
season it was decided to pay the whole of
the first team, the agreed amount being
2/6d. per week with an extra 2/6d. for
away matches and payment for working
time lost hefore twelve noon on Saturdays.
The following season the wages of the local
players were doubled and Julian, the half-
back, was secured from Arsenal. Inci-
dentally, although Mr. Julian was at High-
bury to see our Cup re-play with West
Bromwich Albion last March he passed
away very soon after.

In 1893, the year that Arsenal embraced
professionalism, and Alderman Arnold be-
came associated with the club, eventually
holding the chairmanship for nearly forty
years and in the season 189394 the club
gained new fame by beating the famous
Old Westminsters. They entered the Fool-
ball League Division II in 1897 but left it
again in 1900 when they returned to the
Southern League and there they remained
until they re-entered the League (in Divi-
sion 11I—South) upon the inauguration of
the Third Division in 1920.

On the formation the club colours were
navy blue and pink halves and it was re-
corded in the minutes that “both cap and
shirts must be worn by all players on the
field ”1 In 1889 the colours were changed
to “cochineal” and in 1900 to sky blue.
the present-day white shirts and black
shorts being adopted in 1920 when they
gained admission to the Football League.

They then played in the Third Division
wahtinuously from 1920 onwards until they
_#yon promotion at the end of the 1936-37
season when they finished two points ahead
of Notts County. Division II status was
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maintained and a place in the First Divi-
sion was won in 1954-55. As runners-up to
Birmingham City they gained the consola-
tion prize for finishing third in 1953 and
celebrated with a summer tour to Denmark.
Playing cultured football Luton made good
use of ground advantage in their promotion
year, winning 38 of their 54 points at home.
Their second year in the senior section
brought them only mediocre success and
a final position in the table about half-way
up.

Last season they were top of the table
with maximum points when the first League
table was published but they steadily went
down the scale from then on. By February
only three clubs had fewer points and rele-
gation thoughts must have been jn the
minds of the management. However, a
change of fortune followed this bad spell.
The improvement was maintained to a cer-
lain extent but for one reason or another
they just could not settle town to
consistency.

Luton Town can truly say that they can
never remember a more unlucky season
and although they occupied seventh place
from the bottom of the table at the end we
all know that they can produce better form
than that. We managed to win the away
match at Luton early in the season but they
took their revenge here in March in no
uncertain fashion. Gordon Turner js the
marksman of the club, operating from
inside-right, and he has headed the club’s
individual scoring list for the past two
seasons.

We have not played many matches
against each other but here are the details
of those which have taken place:

There was a strong wind blowing when
Sunderland kicked off and started the first
attacking movement. Grainger threatened and
then Elliott put in a strong shot which Kelsey
saved confidently. Then Clapton got away and
forced a corner but the kick was headed away
by Anderson.

Following a Sunderland attack in which
Bingham was to the forefront but which came
to nothing, Groves got away a fine pass to
Clapton but this attack too, broke down. After
six minutes Shackleton missed badly with an
open goal in front of him and Grainger followed
by hitting the side-netting.

Sunderland pressed strongly for some time but
it was Bollands, in the home goal, who had the
first real shot to save. Clapton and Herd com-
bined in a clever move which ended with Herd
sending in a fine shot which Bollands did very
well to save. He was in action a moment later
when he brilliantly saved a header from Bloom-
field. Arsenal pressure increased as time went
on and Herd shot only inches over the bar

whilst Groves missed only by inches with a
great shot.

Sunderland replied through Bingham but back
went the ball to the home goal where Haverty
got in a great shot which curled just outside
the far post. A moment later Herd forced
Bollands to fist clear and Groves smashed the
rebound just past the post. Sunderland did all
they could to take the lead but they appeared
to tire just before the interval and it was Arsenal
that scored the first (and as it transpired, the
only) goal of the match. GROVES got up to
an amazing height to get in a grand header which
he placed in the corner of the net. Bollands
made a fine effort to reach it but could not quite
get there. This was four minutes from half-
time.

Arsenal were first on the attack after the
interval and Haverty had another unsuccessful
shot at goal and Holton was only inches wide
with a fine effort.

Despite the windy conditions the football was
of a high standard and in contrast to Sunderland’s
short-passing policy, Arsenal were using the long
ball to great advantage. The home forwards had
a number of chances but failed to show any
snap in front of goal, The nearest they came to
scoring in the second half was a full-blooded
drive by Anderson from 20 yards which Kelsey
dealt with quite confidently.

In the last minutes Revie tried to marshal his
men into a last-minute blitz but the best they
could do was a grand shot from Revie himself
which went just over the bar.

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LUTON PLAYERS

RON BAYNHAM (Goalkeeper): A fine, safe
player, Baynham last year developed into one of
the best ’keepers in the country. Birmingham
born, he first came into prominence with ‘Worces-
ter City, the Southern League club. He joinec
Luton in 1951 and from then on never looked
back. Towards the latter part of the 1952-53
season he displaced England international Bernard
Streten and two years later was capped for Eng-
land against Denmark, Spain and Ireland. Bayn-
ham might well have joined the * Gunners.”
They made enquiries about him in 1953, but
Luton, quite naturally, were loath to part with
s0 promising a prospect.

SEAMUS DUNNE (Right-back): One of the three
Eire internationals on the Town’s books, Dunne
has been an almost automatic choice for right-
back for the past four seasons. He had much to
to do with Luton’s promotion in 1955. Joining
the club in 1950 from Shelbourne, Dunne
made his first team debut against West Ham on
Boxing Day, 1951, and did so well that he re-
mained in the first team for 14 consecutive
matches. A hard fighting player, he is extremely
quick in recovery. Dunne, a native of Wicklow,
has gained nine caps.

LESLIE JONES (Full-back): Although kept out
of the first team by the consistency of Dunne
and Aherne, another Eire international, he has
in turn displaced each player on various occasions.
Welsh born, he has several times been on the
verge of international honours. On one occasion
the Welsh F.A. asked Luton if they were pre-
pared to release him for a match. Although hailing
from Mountain Ash, Jones has spent nearly all
his life in Luton and attracted attention when
playing for Craig Athletic in the Luton and
South Beds. League. Jones, who stands 6{t.,
should be sure of a regular first team place this
season.

BOB MORTON (Right-half): A real utility
player, who plays equally well at centre-forward,
centre-half, or wing-half, Morton has in the
past two or three years, been one of the most
consistent players in the country. He is an Eng-
land “B” team international, and has been
reserve for the full England side. A local man
from Aston Clinton, Bucks, Morton is strictly
a one-club player, having been with the Town
since his ’teens.

SID OWEN (Centre-half): Signed from Bir-
mingham City in 1947 for a moderate fee, Owen
has developed into one of the strongest centre-
halves in the First Division. Since joining Luton,
he has won many representative honours, includ-
ing full internationals against Hungary, Yugo-
slavia and Belgium in 1954. Six feet tall and
weighing 11 st. 12 1b. he is an imposing figure
on any soccer field. He has made a good recovery
from the injury he suffered during the F.A.'s
tour of South Africa in 1956.

REG PEARCE (Wing-half or inside-forward):
“aother valuable utility member of the Luton
Wie, he has in the last two seasons occupied
.gdry forward position and also played wing-half.
“ Signed in 1955 from Winsford United for £1,000
he is a fast runner, and a keen and determined
tackler. Height 5 ft. 10 ins. Weight 11st 81b.

WALLY SHANKS (Left-half): A fine whole-
hearted player, who has had over ten seasons
with the club. Born in Valetta, Malta, of
Scottish parents, he joined Luton on a month’s
trial, after a short spell with Chelsea. Although
he is mnaturally a right-footed player, Shanks
prefers playing on the left and regards Jeft-half
as his best position.

ROY DAVIES (Outside-right): South African
born, Davies originally came to Britain in 1951
for a trial with Manchester City, but eventually
threw in his lot with Clyde, from whom Town
secured him. Fast and direct, Davies is a worker,
who never hesitates to go back to challenge and
help the defence. He is a prominent player in
Bedfordshire cricket circles.

GORDON TURNER (Inside-right): A free-
scoring forward from Hull, Turner last season
topped the Town’s goalscorers with 30 goals,
25 more than any other player in the side.
Undoubtedly a match-winner, he has played for
the Football Leagug and been a reserve for
England “ B " team. He is a difficult player to
dispossess and one who is more suited to the
open spaces at inside-forward rather than in the
centre, where he has been tried.

JOHN GROVES (Centre-forward): Originally
an inside-left Groves has shown even greater
promise since being switched to fill a problem
position in the centre. Football is in the blood
here, for he is the son of Arthur Groves, former
Derby County inside-forward, who was a club-
mate of Luton manager Dally Duncan. A Luton
professional since the age of 17, he is tall and
fast, and his distribution of the ball is very
accurate,

ALAN BROWN (Inside-left): A Scottish Inter-
national with 14 caps to his credit, Brown was
transferred to Luton from Blackpool for £14,000
last season and immediately his impact was felt
in the side. A tall, strong and intelligent player,
he has always proved a thorn in Arsenal’s side,
not least on the occasion when he scored a great
goal for Blackpool to put Arsenal and himself
out of the F.A. Cup in the 1952-53 Sixth Round.
In scoring it he broke a leg and had to miss the
Final through injury.

GEORGE CUMMINS (Inside-left): Although
he lost his place when Alan Brown arrived on the
scene, Eire International Cummins is stll rated
among the cleverest inside-forwards in the game.
Dublin born, he came to Luton via Everton in
1953. A real worker who does much fetching
and carrying, he has been capped seven times
for Bire.

MICHAEL CULLEN (Winger): A tricky Scots
winger who is at home on the left or right, he
gained his first international cap in the 1955-56
season against Austria. Has been with the
Hatters since he was 17, being signed from a
Scottish junior club on the recommendation of
Doug. Gardiner, then the Town’s captain.
GEORGE MCcLEOD (Outside-left): Another
Scot, McLeod was signed from Inverness
Caledonians as an inside-left in 1955. In Luton’s
attempts to find a successful attack, he had a
long spell at centre-forward last season, before
linking up with Brown on the left-wing. Lightly
built, he is fast and direct.

THERE’'S A GOOD TIME COMING BOYS!

Jottings by Spectator

IN these regular programme joltings we
spend together happy times—I hope—
mixing the present with the past. I make
no apology for digging deep, from time to
time, into the football years which have
gone before. Happy memories are precious.
Just this once, however, we can make a
change. Instead of the past and the present,
we'll look into the future.

There is a very good reason for the
switch, The air is buzzing, just now. with
gossip about the future, to an unusual ex-
tent. A lot of people seem to know a lot
about what is going to happen in the foot-
ball world. Naturally, I don’t believe all I
hear, but if half the talk about what is
going to be done, from the player angle,
in the near future has a solid foundation,
the message can be broadcast: There's a
good time coming boys!

In various possible ways, things have
got better and better for the players of the
game as the years have gone by: more
pay, more creature comforts: big advances
in every direction. The players of the old
cloth cap days didn’t drive around in
motor cars; didn’t spend the away from
home week-ends in the best hotels, and so
on. Perhaps they were none the worse,
as footballers, for roughing it somewhat,
but that is by the way.

Time has marched on, and we now seem
to be in process of giving the players a
new deal. Some of the cards are on the
table, and are being played this season,
and the talk is of further developments
in the same direction.

More of This and That

Current talk is concerned with further
developments. Just how much of this is
little more than mere gossip, I wouldn’t
know. There is so much of it, however—
from official quarters and others—that the
summary, in intelligent anticipation, seems
to sum it up. Points which have been dis-
cussed for years now seem to be receiv-
ing full attention.

It is rumoured, for instance, that official
nsideration is being given to the sugges-
2 that players transferred from one club
1o another should be given a percentage
of the transfer fee. It could be that recent
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happenings have brought this subject to
the forefront. Players such as Eddie Fir-
mani, John Charles, and Tony Marchi have
gone abroad, lured by the natural inclina-
tion to cash in on their football skill.

Expressing a purely personal opinion,
which has ne official status, it seems to me
that we must step warily, with a lot of
attention to detail, regarding this proposed
change in the regulations. I would rather
put first the suggestion of even greater
reward for the faithful club servants, A
step in that direction has just been taken.
as you are doubtless aware.

It iz also suggested—and this is on the
same broad lines—that in addition to in-
creased benefit money for players who
remain with the same club, it should be
permissible to add appearance money to
the weekly wage packet. Whether such a
change would work out satisfactorily is a
matter of opinion.

Whatever the lines taken, it seems pretty
clear that the tendency is towards greater
financial rewards for the men who enter
tain us: to give the game, as a profession,
a greater appeal: make foothall really
worth while, financially. A tempting pros-
pect, this, for the players of the near future.

From Top to Bottom

That's enough, for the time being, about
what is in store, althougzh we could talk
about the proposals mentioned, and others,
until long after the cows come home. So
to current topics. We are all immediately
concerned -with the results of these early
in the season games: with the good starts
and the not so good, and wondering
whether they are the straws which show
the way the wind is blowing.

Whatever the returns from the early pres-
sure of matches—either way—let us keep
as calm about them as we can. There is
no point in throwing your hats into the
air because your pet club gets away to a
flying start, and don’t don the sackcloth
if it happens that your favourites fail in
these early days. The clubs can’t all go
from August to November without defeat,
as did Arsenal ten years or so ago.

Of course it is nice—encouraging—to be
associated with a club which makes a good

start. But it doesn’t mean anything. A mere
year ago the Luton Town team got off the
mark well: claimed the maximum number
of points longer than any of their com-
petitors. They didn’t keep it up.

Last season also provided a striking
example —in both directions—of the way
things change. Under the management of
Tom Parker, Norwich City went off with a
bang. From the first five games eight points
were picked up, and in these matches their
goalkeeper wasn’t beaten once. The talk
was of Norwich as likely champions.

The contrast in experience was served
up by Ipswich Town. After they had played
five games only one club in the section had
a worse record. In due course, however,
Ipswich won the championship, and are
now back in the Second Division.

The Ways of the Goalkeepers

In this new season there are no playing
rule alterations to bother about. After the
happenings in the last two Cup Finals—
especially—some of us concluded that there
would be at least one rather important
alteration: the permission of substitutes

frqm off the field for goalkeepers badly
m].ured. The rulers of the game, however,
said no substitutes in competitive games.

I doubt whether the injuries to goal-
keepers are more numerous now than in
the days when the men between the posts
were not so protected by the rules as they
are now. As a passing thought, howeyer, it
doesn’t seem to be stretching things unduly
to suggest that, in the effort to use the
ball constructively, some goalkeepers run
into trouble because they hang on to the
ball longer than their forefathers dared.

A goalkeeper with twenty-one years
experience—Bert Williams—agrees. Con-
tributing to the Playfair Football Annual.
the England and Wolverhampton goal-
keeper puts forward a constructive pro-
posal. In one of several interesting articles
in this publication he writes: “The time
allowed to the goalkeeper to remain in
possession of the ball should be limited.
Two or three seconds ought to be enough
for any goalkeeper to get the ball away.
The play should be kept going, even by the
goalkeeper.”
