But he did enjoy
the Second Division because
one of his friends briefly
refused to watch the lads
anvmore and Peter found
himself with a better seat!

“But now we have a
marvellous team and the
entertainment for the fans
over the past two years has
been outstanding,”” he
continued. “We are due a
good result up at Liverpool
but I'm filled with hope
about the coming seasons."”

Did Peter play himself, |
asked. "l did at prep school
but it was all rugby at school
after that. | enjoyed playing
on the left wing and played
my last game of football in
Terry Naylor's testimonial
when | realised that my days
as a lightening striker were
gone.”’

Hopefully we'll be seeing
Peter at the club for a great
many years to come and, if
the players can make it a
hat-trick of FA Cup wins this
season, perhaps they could
spare him a wave as he sits
at home keeping a lonely
vigil by his TV.

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No Classic as Europe Dominate

Spain ‘82 was a “*huge success’’ according to Joao Havelange, the
Brazilian President of FIFA. But then he has maintained that opinion
almost as relentlessly as the Spanish sun burned down on the 24
competing nations in Spain's hottest spell this century.

Havelange of course gained his position on the back of a 24 nation
Final series and had to believe it was successful in order to maintain
his third world votes. But in retrospect the Mundial Espana was a long
tedious affair providing very little entertainment of a world class nature
and only a handful of memorable moments.

As in Argentina four years before, this tournament suffered from a
dearth of personalities, gifted world class players who could rise to the
public. There were big enough names around: Maradona, Ardiles,
Passarella, Socrates, Zico and Eder; Platini, Masny, Boniek, Dalglish,
Blokhin, Zamora, Breitner, Rummenigge and Susic, but they all failed
miserably to take the game by the scruff of the neck and impose
themselves as megastars.

In the early rounds the uninhibited approach of the little nations was
in strict contrast to the deep-rooted fear of failure that daunted the
European giants and it was the achievements of the third world
football countries that became the outstanding feature.

The most startling result was the defeat of second favourites West
Germany by little Algeria in Gijon. The Algerians were known to be
well organised in defence with a capacity to strike quickly on the
break, but when Madjen fired them into the lead in the 52nd miute it
was beyond all expectations.

However any thoughts of a sensational result were dissolved when
Germany hit back to equalise through Carl Heinz Rummenigge in the
67th minute. But Aigeria came straight back to regain the lead again
within 60 seconds and although the Germans dominated and hit the
woodwork, the biggest upset in World Cup history since the U.S.A.
beat England in 1950 and North Korea defeated Italy in 1966, had been
recorded.

There were other surprises too, even though they were not of the
same magnitude. Black Africa’s colourful representatives the
Cameroon held the highly rated Peruvians 0-0 while Honduras, the no
hopers from central America caused a sensation by drawing with the
host nation Spain (1-1) in Valencia, and it was the Spanish who had
come from behind.

As the tournament unwound it became conspicuously obvious that
there was but one outstanding team . . . Brazil. Their emphasis on
attack, their individual technique and the ability to excite the crowd
inspired England boss Ron Greenwood to remark: “"Brazil have stood
out like a chappel hat peg. They are fit athletic footballers and their
football is almost like a ballet.”

Indeed so outstanding were they in this company of mediocre
nations that it seemed almost inevitable that they would not win the
cup, and that is how it turned out.

The second phase groupings pitched Brazil together with Argentina
and ltaly who had looked good in the previous rounds until they had
scored. An Italian goal had simply signalled a relapse into that dreadful
habit they have of concentrating everything on defending that lead.

Northern Ireland’s sensational victory over Spain had done England
no favours. It meant that Spain joined West Germany and England in
group D with France, Northern Ireland and Austria coupled together
and Russia, Poland and Belgium completing the picture.

“"Now the World Cup begins,” said Ron Greenwood, but for him
and England it proved the end. In the opening game in Madrid against
West Germany, Jupp Derwall’'s team scared of defeat didn’t want to
win, while England simply couldn’t.

There was no question of a lack of endeavour and commitment, it
was all there, in abundance. But so often has been the case in the past,

England lacked creative players capable of taking defenders out and
creating opportunities. Their game lacked ingenuity, it was predictable

and stoppable.
Across the other side of town France were aptly demonstrating the

good things in football. The touch and imaginative patterns that
Giresse, Platini and Tigana weaved around the dumfounded Austrians
and Northern Ireland lifted them onto another plane. This was football
at its classical best, football off the cuff, unrehearsed, just natural and
spontaneous expression . . . and the crowds thrilled to the magic.

And yet in essence France were not a world class team. They hadn't
a goalkeeper for a start and their defence was more than suspect.
They didn’t train hard and continually bickered amongst themselves at
the teams headquarters. But such was the greyness of the overall
standard of this World Cup that in the end they shone out like a
glistening diamond.

Poland’s arrival in the semi-final at the expense of Russia and
Belgium became a bigger triumph for Solidarity than it did for football,
while Germany’'s presence had been secured more through the
inability of England and Spain than by their own achievement.

Indeed only Italy emerged with great credit having beaten Argentina
the World Cup holders and Brazil the hot favourites. But there had
been some disturbing aspects of their play which watered down the
colourful moments they painted. Repeated fouls and tackles from
behind sowered the flavour of their game.

Still who would back money against them in the semi-final against
Poland? Not many and ltaly smoothly cruised into their fourth final
with two more goals from their ‘Prodigal Son,” Paola Rossi, the striker
whose hat-trick had defeated Brazil.

The meeting of France and West Germany provided the dramatic
highlight of the whole tournament. The French proved they could
reproduce their creative best against top opposition and although
Germany took the lead, France pegged them back and forced extra
time. But who could have anticipated anything but an Italy France
final, when Tresor, then Giresse blasted them into a 3-1 lead during
the first half of extra-time!

French team boss Michel Hidalgo under constant criticism about
the teams training had thrown out a challenge following his sides
emphatic victory over Northern Ireland by saying: “"We will see now
how the so called super fit teams cope after a long grueling series of
matches.”” He was soon to learn a bitter lesson. France were
overwhelmed by the powerful onslaught of the Germans and forced
into a penalty shoot-out which they then lost.

The Final itself proved a lamentable affair with not a single shot on
target in the first 45 minutes which included a penalty kick to Italy. The
goals in the second period added a little spice and to many the 3-1
scoreline in favour of Italy provided a just end to the series. But the
cynicism of the Germans and the repeated fouling of the Italians did
not leave a good image for the game.

The tournament had lacked quality and atmosphere. The first item
sadly reflected the state of the world game today . . . those who play
with a sense of glory and freedom failing to overcome the dour
efficiency of the cautious. And yet it is such teams that are killing the
game as a spectacle.

The lack of atmosphere came from the inept inadequacies of the
home team Spain, who floped alarmingly. Without a side to support
the Spanish fans simply turned their backs on the game that was
taking over their lives.

Commercialism had also played its part and FIFA and the organising
committee’s sell out to television was a prime example. Schedules
were geared to producers requirements not to those of the
participating players and football was the loser.

It was inhuman to ask players to compete in a highly physical game
in temperatures often over 100 degrees. No wonder the excitement
the commitment and endeavour was often lacking, not to mention the
skill factor. Surely it was not co-incidence that the games played at
9.00 pm provided more entertainment than those which kicked off in
the pressure cooker atmospehre of 5.15 pm. Even the local inhabitants
would not be involved at that time of the day and this was reflected in

the poor attendances.
The decision to split the games might have provided more TV hours

hut it also contributed to one of the most unsavoury incidents of the
World Cup, when West Germany and Austria were accused in no
uncertain terms of fixing their final first round match.

West Germany having lost unbelievably to Algeria were on the

precipice of elimination. They needed to beat Austria — who had
already qualified — to make the second phase at the expense of
Algeria.

Rummenigge scored in the 10th minute and from then on the game
deteriorated into a farce with neither side seemingly having the
slightest intention to penetrate into the others area.

The Algerians of course made a vigorous and rousing protest as
they took over the post match press conference. Later, after
deliberation, FIFA did make a statement lamenting the “"technical and

tactical attitude of the teams concerned”® which they said “‘directly

affected the 1982 World Cup as a spectacle.”
However instead of taking any firm action all

they did was pass the buck and recommend that

the 1986 Organising Committee foresee and

prevent any repetition, "‘by applying the existing

rules and regulations.”” One mustn’t be tempted

to ask why FIFA did not

apply the rules this time,

if they exist!

Of course if the Group games had been played at the same time
then the opportunity for teams to rig results would be lessened
because the overall picture would not be so apparent.

But then the organisation of the Xll Copa Mundial FIFA, left a lot to

. be desired throughout. From the first days when French boss Michel

Hidalgo complained that his players were treated like animals, as they
messed around for over two hours at a windswept and unfinished

_ Estadio Zorilla, Valladolid, just to be accredited, to the final days it was

one hic-up after another.
By the time the tournament reached the semi-final stage football

and footballers still seemed only incidental to the whole FIFA carnival.
Following their gruelling game with France which had escalated into
extra time then penalties, the West German team found themselves
detained at Barcelona airport for four hours. While the organisers top
brass swigged champagne and congratulated themselves on such a
good game on their flights back to Madrid, the Germans waited,
eventually arriving back at their base at 6.00 am. Thirty eight hours
later they were expected to climax a months competition with a

_classical performance in the final.

For many the cherished memories of Spain ‘82 are not of Italy or
West Germany, but of Brazil and France — only they had any
charisma — and of the enthralling
battles of little Northern
Ireland, the despair of the
Honduran goalkeeper Julio
Cesar Arzu, who wept his
heart out after losing to a last
minute penalty by Petrovic of
Yugoslavia.

I'he giants of this group were expected to be ltaly,
Poland and Peru, but as it turned out the Poles, led by
the outstanding Zbigniew Boniek, overcame a slow
start to emerge as the most fluent side in the group
and ltaly scraped through against the Cameroon
thanks to the fact that they scored one more goal.

Indeed in the early stages it was the representatives
of Black Africa who provided all the colour and they
were desperately unlucky not to beat the flamboyant
Peruvians in their opening game which ended
goalless. ‘

The group had opened in sunny Vigo, where the
temperature was +20 C. It was perhaps predictable
that the cautious Italians would reach stalemate with
the unpredictable Poles, although both teams showed
the occasional flash of inventive initiative that one
associates with players of the calibre of Antognoni,
Graziani and Lato and Boniek.

In the third match between ltaly and Peru we were
at least treated to a goal when in the 18th minute
Bruno Conti allowed the ball to pass between his legs
before turning and driving a right foot shot into the top
corner of Quiroga’s net. It was a goal of stunning
power and had come as the result of almost constant
pressure by the ltalians, but once ahead they retired
iInto their neurotic defensive shell and paid the price
when Peru justly equalised in the second half.

When Poland were lucky to survive a 0-0 draw with
Cameroon in Coruna, it looked odds on that Italy could
qualify for the second stage having scored just one
goal. Again the African’s had chances to win although

their stamina fell away in the second half, but they
were certainly not disgraced and the home fans were
willing them a goal. G _

Goals had been a scarce commodity in this group
and Poland still had to find the net when they stepped
out for their final game against Peru. By half time the
deadlock was still unbroken, but in the 55th minute
Smolarek scored. Within six minutes Lato and Boniek
had made it 3-0 and Bruncol and Ciolek added to the
tally before La Rosa pulled one back seven minutes
from the end.

Poland had qualified, it was between Italy and the
Cameroon for second place. Cameroon team chief
Jean Vincent announced an unchanged side from the
one which finished the game against Poland. He

declared: ““We are at a disadvantage because we have

not scored but we will play with caution to start with
and then develop things from there.”

The ltalian’s of course could afford the draw and
that is just what they got in a disappointing encounter

although Gregoire M'bida was delighted with his goal

for Cameroon, their only one of the tournament.

Argentina the World Champions kicked off this opening game against Belgium
in sparkling style with Kempes and Maradona posing serious threats when they
ran with the ball. But the Belgian’s remained disciplined and their tight
formation smothered all that Argentina could throw at them.

Goalkeeper Fillol |
ran out and stopped when he should have gone all the way. . . a fateful error
that allowed the Belgian to pick his spot and shoot the first goal of the 1982
World Cup Final’s.

Hungary meanwhile were running riot against El Salvador with a 10-1 victory
in Elche. It was a World Cup goal-scoring record, although in effect it}
emphasised the futility of including the third world countries at this stage.

That win did not seem to do Hungary's morale too much good however for

American’s took full advantage, non more so than Maradona who revelled in
the freedom he was allowed, and responded with two goals. Argentina won
4-1, it could have been eight, such was the Argentine domination. Menotti's
team were back in contention.

lronically Hungary took a first half lead against Belgium in their next game,
through Varga, but an unspectacular Belgium equalised through Czerniatynski
and that was to prove enough to send Belgium through.

In the final fixture Argentina gained a rather laboured 2-0 win over El
Salvador and only took the lead over the battling Central Americans with a
dubious penalty decision. Once again Maradona and Argentina were made to
look very ordinary.

GROUP 4: ENGLAND, FRANCE, CZECHOSLOVAKIA,
KUWAIT

England emerged as the clear leaders with maximum points
although the manner of their performances against
Czechoslovakia and Kuwait left question marks. Ron
Greenwood had seen the opening game against France as
the crucial test and England’s first appearance for 16 years
could not have been more dramatic, with a goal from Bryan
Robson in 27 seconds — the fastest ever in the history of the
finals.

France hit back to equallse through Soler but after the
interval they fell apart and further goals from Robson and

Mariner clinched an emphatic victory, in which the

diminutive Steve Coppell, Robson and Wilkins had played

decisive roles.
At Valladolid Kuwait were far from overwhelmed by their

first appearance at this stage and even shrugged off a

ridiculous penalty awarded against them — which Panenka

coolly converted in the 20th minute — to storm back in
rousing style. '

Al-Dakhil fired in the equaliser with a rasping shot from 30
yvards on the hour, and after that the Czechs endured an
uncomfortable period during which the enthusiastic Kuwaitis
through, Marzouqg and Yacoub, went close, but the scoreline
remained 1-1. |

The Czechs picked themselves up for the game against
England but were clearly second best although they held out
for a goalless first half. Robson was forced out of the game at
the interval and the arrival of Glenn Hoddle added a new
dimension to the England attack. Even so it was two

_ diabolical mistakes which led to England’s goals.

Goalkeeper Semen let Ray Wilkins’ corner through his
hands in the 63rd minute and Francis drove the ball gleefully
into the empty net. Four minutes later and the Czech misery
was complete when Barmos turned Mariner’s cross into his
own net. -

With England’s qualification secure the rest were left to
fight it out for second place. France scored a 4-1 victory over
Kuwait in a messy game which will only be remembered for
the infamous incident when Kuwait threatened to walk off

~ following a French goal which Russian referee Stupar gave

then dismissed.

For France and Czechoslovakia the crunch match was the
fixture between them at Valladolid. The Czechs had to win,
France could concede a draw. After containing Czech
pressure for most of the game France took the lead when
Didier Six scored the simplest of goals in the 66th minute.
The Czechs fought back and equalised with a Panenka
penalty five minutes from time and in a thrilling climax almost
snatched the winner. But France had booked their passage
to the second phase. For the Czechs it had been a miserable
tournament.

The final game between England and Kuwait was purely
academic. Trevor Francis scored what proved to be the only
goal in a dismal performance which saw England caught
repeatedly offside. Carlos Alberto the Kuwait boss said he
could not understand how experienced players could allow
that to happen continually, but that lack of ingenuity up front
was later to prove England’s downfall.

Unfancied Northern Ireland were to prove the heroes }

of this mediocre group in which the host nation Spain
could not even take advantage of some dubiocus
refereeing decisions in their favour to establish their
claim.

The Irish then held the talented Slavs 0-0 with a
gutsy enthusiastic performance that saw Manchester
United’s Norman Whiteside, at 17, become the
youngest player ever to appear in the World Cup
Final’s.

They
certainly had no inhibitations as they set about Spain
with courage and no mean skill. Overcoming a cynical
Spanish team and inadequate referee, they took a
shock lead two minutes into the second half when
Armstrong hooked In a partially saved shot by
Arconada.

After that one was waiting for the inevitable
Spanish penalty. It didn’t come, instead Donachie was
sent off for pushing. But with their backs to the' wall
the Irish managed to frustrate the sterile Spanish
attack and achieve their greatest victory against all
odds.

Northern Ireland had not only qualified for the
second phase, they had won the group.

HIGHEST SCORE. . . |

The highest-scoring League match between Spurs and
Luton was the first ever played between the two clubs. it
was at Luton in September, 1937 and Spurs finished winners
by 4-2 after BILLY REDFERN had opened the score for the
home team.

Spurs led 2-1 at half-time, but after Redfern had equalised, first
JOHNNY MORRISON and then FRED SARGENT, settled the
issue in favour of Spurs.

The teams that day were — LUTON: Coen; King, Mackey;
Finlayson, Nelson, Fellowes; Griffiths, Redfern, Payne, Hogg and
Stevens. SPURS: Hall, J.; Ward, Fullwood; Howe, Page,
Buckingham; Sargent, Hall, G.W., Morrison, A.H. Gibbons and
Miller. ;

SEMI-FINAL HERE. . .

One of the most vital Cup matches in Luton’s history was
played here at White Hart Lane in March, 1959. It was a senu-final
in the F.A. Cup and Luton’s opponents were Norwich City.

A crowd of 63,397 saw Norwich, who had knocked Spurs out in
the fifth round, hold Luton to a 1-1 draw. Inside-right ALLAN
BROWN gave Luton a first-half lead, but left-winger BOBBY
BRENNAN, a former Luton player, equalised in the second half.

Luton won the replay but lost in the final to Nottingham Forest.

When Luton visited Thames at the latter's ground at
Custom House, in December, 1930, the gate figure was
469! Luton lost the match, in the old Third Division
(South), 1-0. The cheque Luton received for their share
of the gate is reproduced on another page.

VITAL MATCH. . .
The most vital League match between Spurs and Luton

was the relegation tussle here in April, 1975. Only Luton and
Carlisle were below Spurs in the First Division, and a crowd
of 25,796 saw JOHN DUNCAN give Spurs an early lead.

ALAN WEST, Luton’s captain, was quick to equalise, but late
in the game ALFIE CONN scored the winning goal for Spurs.
Those points saved our First Division status, but Luton were
relegated with Chelsea and Carlisie.

STEVE'S NO. 35

When STEVE PERRYMAN played against lceland in
Reykjavik in June, he became the 35th Spurs player to appear
in a full England team in peace-time against British or foreign
opposition.

We try to avoid dwelling too much on the past, but in the yvear
of the World Cup and also our Centenary Season, this would
seem a suitable time to recall the names of those Spurs players
who have worn the England shirt.

REMEMBER IT?. . .

Luton’s fast visit to this ground was in the Second Division in
September, 1977. A crowd of 32,814 then saw Spurs beat a Luton
team including MILIJA ALEKSIC and PAUL PRICE by 2-0. KEITH
OSGOOD scored from a penalty in the first half, and CHRIS
JONES netted the second in the second half.

FIRST KNOCK-OUT . . .

Luton were the first club ever to knock Spurs out of the
F.A. Cup.

It was in 1894-95, the first season in which Spurs competed
in the Cup, and we were paired with Luton in the fourth
qualifying round. After a 2-2 draw on our old Northumberland
Park ground, we lost the replay at Luton 4-0.

At that time we were still amateurs but Luton had adopted
professionalism four years earlier and were members of the
Southern League.

PLAYED FOR BOTH . .. |
PAUL PRICE and MILIJA ALEKSIC both joined Spurs from

Luton but few players have made this move over the years. Pre-
war supporters may recall the arrival here in 1935 of inside-forward
SAMMY BELL in an exchange deal that took right-half DAVE
COLQUHOUN in the opposite direction. Other old-timers who
joined Luton after playing for Spurs were JIMMY BANKS, right-
winger in our F.A. Cup-winning team of 1921; inside-forward
JIMMY ARMSTRONG; and full-back KEN BARTON.

BRIEF TASTE. . .
Luton had a brief taste of League football at the end of the last

century. They were elected to Division 2 in 1897, but failed to
retain their place in 1900, and returned to the Southern League.
With Woolwich Arsenal, Luton were the sole representatives from
the south in the Football League for those three years.
