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I HAVE good reason to remember Luton Town,
for we played them at Kenilworth Road on
August 17, 1974 . . . and that was not only the
opening match of the season, but Liverpool’s
first game under my management. Luton, who
had finished second to Middlesbrough a few
months earlier, to claim promotion, had a gate of
more than 21,000 against Liverpool, but they
didn't get the result for which they had been
hoping. We beatthem 2-1.

It was mid-December when they came to An-
field, and as we kicked off that day we were
coming up to the half-way stage of the season.
Stoke City were at the top of the table, then it was
Everton, Manchester City and Liverpool. Luton
Town?—They were propping up the rest, and still
seeking their first away win from home.

They didn’t get it at Anfield, because we
scored two goals without reply, and their sad
story continued right to the end of the season,
because when the final points were totted up,
Luton were going down, in company with Car-
lisle United and Chelsea. |

But one thing does stick out in my memory from
our games against Luton that season—they

played some entertaining football: That, in fact,
has long been one of the hallmarks of the Kenil-
worth Road club, and when David Pleat followed
Harry Haslam as manager, the pattern remained
the same.

Luton have regained First Division status by
carrying on playing a brand of positive, attract-
ive football, and the First Division will be all the
better fortheir reappearance.

It is worth noting, also, that while Luton Town
have produced some top-class players in the
past, and done their fair share of signing, they
have always tried to equate their requirements
with their resources. In short, they've bought and
sold well. |

Ilike tothink that we at Liverpool have done the
same, and while we are always weighing up our
needs, and trying to improve the playing squad, I
don't believe there is any point in diving in and
throwing money away. After our transfer moves
on the eve of the season, I felt that we had a squad
to get us away to a decent start, and I hope this
will proveto bethecase. ..

LUTON TOWN have been known for years as The
Hatters, and as we welcome them to Anfield this
afternoon they bring a reminder of the days when
money really was worth something. Indeed, Luton
became the tirst southern club to pay wages—that
was away backin 1890.

The three best players (who decided which they
were?) each received 5s. (25p.), but by the time the
season had ended, it had been decided that every
player should receive 2s. 6d. (12V2p.), plus 6d.
(2V2p.) for away matches—and an allowance for
working time lost.

Luton have always had a colourful look about
them, but their colours have not remained the same,
down the years. In the early days, the players origin-
ally wore navy-blue and pink halved shirts, with
caps to match; and there was an edict that caps must
be worn on thefield.

Then the caps were discarded, and—for Luton’s
entry into League football—the colours were
changed to what was known as “cochineal”. As a
new century dawned, so Luton players made their
appearance attired in sky-blue shirts and white
shorts. But in 1920 the colours were switched again—
thistime it was white shirts and black shorts.

Much more recently—when The Hatters gained
promotion at the end of season 1973-74—there was
yet another change. . . . to orange shirts with navy
and white vertical stripes down the left-hand side.

Last season Luton were on their way back to the
First Division again, and their shirts were white,
with orange collar and cuffs, and two orange and
three navy-blue stripes down the sleeve and
acrossthe shoulders.

THE SEE-SAW....

LUTON TOWN took the place of one Lancash-
ire club, Bolton. in the Second Division. in
1897, but with the turn of the century they
made their exit, this time in favour of another
Lancashire club, Blackpool. Not until 1920.
after a long association with the Southern
League. did Luton become a League club
again.

In the 62 years which have since passed.
The Hatters have see-sawed up and down all
four divisions. In 1955, after 11 seasons in the
Second Division, they went up.

Four years later. Luton reached the final of
the F.A. Cup (they lost to Nottingham Forest).
and relegation followed. 12 months later.
Indeed. The Hatters slid down tothe Fourth.

When they made the haul back. in season
1967-68. they equalled the record of 66 points
for the division. regained Second Division
status in 1970 (as runners-up). and became a
First Division club in the spring of 1974. How-
ever, they went straight back to Division 2.

r David Pleat is f&atured in more
detail on Page 11 . but here’s a reminder that he was in
good company last May . the company of Liverpool
manager Bob Paisley, in fact Bob claimed the Bell’s
Scotch whisky Manager of the Year award in Glasgow for
the fifth time, while Tony Barton (Aston Villa) and Gruham
Taylor (Watford) eachreceived aspecial award.

And David Pleat claimed the divisional award for having
steered Luton Town to the championship of the Second
Division. So we can offer him our congratulations today . . .
while reminding him that. as usual, Liverpool will be
doing their utmost to ensure that Luton have no reason to
celebrate here!

LUTON UP IN STYLE

LUTON TOWN had two players—Brian Stein and Steve White—
in the list of leading Second Division marksmen last season.
Each man scored 19 goals, and Luton finished up as champions of
Division 2. White was one of three marksmen for The Hatters on
kick-off day, as they beat Charlton 3-0. . . but this season he is play-
ing for Charlton, who have transferred Paul Walsh to Luton.

After three matches, Luton headed the table, with maximum
points—they had won at Queen’s Park Rangers’ ground and at
Bolton—and that was the shape of things to come, despite a 3-0
home defeat by Sheffield Wednesday in their fourth outing.

Wednesday, with a dozen points, hit the top to replace Luton
there, but after five matches they were virtually neck and neck, since
The Hatters had won at Leicester—which meant three away victor-
ies out of three. With seven games gone, Luton were still in
second place, and they had hammered Watford 4-1.

One match later, Luton took over again at the top, having won
3-0 at Orient. And they stayed ahead with a draw at Oldham, a 6-0
home win over Grimsby, a 2-0 victory at Wrexham, home wins over
Crystal Palace (1-0) and Derby County (3-2), and a 1-0 victory at
Blackbum.

This impressive run of five straight wins was ended as Luton lost
3-2 at St. James's Park, Newcastle, but they gave Rotherham a 3-1
hiding at Kenilworth Road and gained a 2-2 draw at Shrewsbury, to
make it 41 points from 18 matches.

The bad weather—remember last winter?—held up The Hatters
for a spell, but they resumed winning ways with a 3 1 success at
Norwich towards the end of December, and reached the half-way
stage with a 2-1 win over Leicester, to tot up 48 points and stay out in
front.

Luton drew 3-3 at Hillsborough, 1-1 at Watford, beat Oldham 2-0,
then drew 0-0 at Grimsby (a rare failure to score). It was 0-0 again,
at home against Wrexham, 3-3 against Crystal Palace at Selhurst
Park, 0-0 at Derby, and 2-0 at home against Blackbum Sixty-six

Lutondrew 1 1 at Cambrid ge, beat Newcastle United 3-2 at Kenil-

worth Road and drew 2-2 at Rotherham Five games left, and they
were still leading the way, with only two defeats at home and on tour.

drew 1-1 at home against Bamsley, and wound up their campaign
with a 3-2 victory at Cardiff . . . who went down. |

'NEW FACES FOR LUTON

LUTON TOWN have been un-
lucky in one respect—that they
have had players out through ill-
ness or injury right at the start of
the season. Two of their casualties
have been defenders Mark
Aizlewood (who underwent an
operation for appendicitis, and
is unlikely to be fit for today's
game) and Mike Saxby (whose
knee injury has kept him out of
football since last October).

But they have been able to
field most of the regulars who
helped The Hatters claim a place
in the First Division, and they
have reinforced the side with a
couple of new signings. One of
them, young marksman Paul
Walsh, arrived from Charlton
Athletic in the exchange deal
which took Steve White (plus
cash)to The Valley.

The other signing was that of
much-travelled midfield man
Billy Kellock, from Peterbor-
ough, and he cost a modest
£30,000 when he joined Luton in
July. His introduction to First
Division football on the opening
day of the season was as substit-
ute, while Luton’s first marks-
man—the man who won them a
point at White Hart Lane—was
Brian Stein.

He was a 2(-year-old part-

timer with Edgeware Town when
Luton persuaded him to try his
luck in October, 1977. He made
his League debut inside a month,
and he and Steve White pros-
pered as a scoring partnership
during the promotion campaign.
Now Luton are optimistic that the
pairing of Stein and Walsh will
pave the way to more goals,
this time at First Division level.

The man who keeps goal for
Luton isJake Findlay, an Aston
Villa reserve for nine seasons;
but since he arrived at Kenil-
worth Road in November, 1979,
he’s been a regular and proved
well worth the £100,000 fee.

In front of Findlay, Yugoslav
Raddy Antic (pronounced
Anteesh)—he has won five
caps—is likely to play a sweeper

- role, though this £50,000 signing

from Spanish-club Real Zaragoza
can also operate in midfield. And
the back-four line could read like

Nuneaton, and forced his way
into the Second Division side
within weeks. Goodyear, a 21-
yvear-old, wound up with a Sec-
ond Division-championship
medal in his first season in League
football. Donaghy, snapped up
from Lame for £20,000 four years
ago, isstill only 21, but this exper-
ienced Northern Ireland internat-
ional played for his country in the
World Cup in Spain, and Richard
Money, of course, is familiar
enough to our fans.

The midfield paring seems
certain to be skipper Brian
Horton, signed last term in time
to lead Luton into the First Divis-
ion, and Ricky Hill, while the
front-line men are likely to be
Walsh, Stein and winger Dave
Moss. Horton skippered Brighton
in their run from Division 3 to
Division 1, and has played more

than 400 games, Hill—Luton'’s
Player of the Year last term—
made hisdebutat 17, in 1976, and
marked it with a goal. He's scored
plenty more since.

Moss played for Swindon Town
for nine seasons, mostly in Divis-
ion 3, then Luton took him into
the Second Division in exchange
for a £110,000 cheque, and he
has been making and taking
goals ever since—in fact, he's
totalled more than 100 in the
Leaguealone.

Other players in the senior
squad are long-serving
Pasquale Fuccillo, who made
his League bow in 1976, at 19;
Wayne Turner, groomed
through the ranks, and able to
play in defence or midfield; and
Alan Judge, who has always
done well when called upon to
deputise for ‘’keeper Findlay.

ONLY four clubs in the whole of the Football

League scored more goals at home than Luton
Town last season. Only two clubs scored more
goalsaway from home in League games than the
Hatters. Which emphasises the footballing
philosophy at Kenilworth Road.

That was where Luton hammered in 48 goals
last term—their tally was exceeded only by
Southampton (49), Shetfield United and Bury
(53) and Bradford City (52). Away from home,
Luton hit 38 goals, and only Liverpool and
Shetfield United (both 41) did more damage.
And, as a matter of interest, Luton conceded
fewer goals (46) in all their League games than
they scored in their 21 outings at Kenilworth
Road.

Luton, of course, can expect to tind it harder
to stick away the scoring chances now that they
are grappling with First Division opposition . . .
but wherever they play, the fans can expect
them to stick to the style which won them a place
in the top flight.

And manager David Pleat (pictured right)—
at 37 years of age an experienced campaigner
on the backroom side—confirmed this approach
with a pre-season expression of faith in skill, as
he said in an interview: “Crowds love to be excit-
ed . .. theylove dribblers who take on opponents
just as they used to love men like Len Shackleton,
Stanley Matthews (pictured below), Bobby
Mitchell —the old Newcastle winger—and, more
recently, Jimmy Greaves and George Best."”

Luton’s manager reminded us of the players
France paraded in the World Cup . . . “if you
looked at their midfield, with players like Platini,
Giresse and Tigana, they all had this urge to
dribble, to try to beat people. So did the Brazil-

ians—they had the moral courage to do this.
They were not frightened of losing the ball.”

Then David Pleat made another point. Like
this: "Here, players who dribble but lose the ball
have sometimes been discouraged from contin-
uing to go past opponents. They have been dis-
couraged from displaying their skills in this
respect.”’

One young player who, like David Pleat, will
be getting his first taste of football in Division 1
is 19-year-old Paul Walsh, who was signed from
Charlton Athletic in a deal which took Steve
White in the opposite direction . . . and White,
along with Brian Stein, scored 19 goals for the

Hatters last season. Walsh repaid a chunk of his
transfer fee a week ago by hitting a hat-trick in

the 5-3 home victory over Notts. County.

Luton’s manager summed up his new signing
this way. "Paul has a lovely low centre of gravity—
he's not big and ungainly. He seems somehow to
dribble, to twist and turn, close to the ground. He
has marvellous control at speed and could build
up a great partnership with Brian Stein.”

Well, Luton Town's manager and players know
that there is no sterner opposition than Liverpool

at Anfield, so their ability and their belief in

themselves will be put to the test this afternoon.

LIVERPOOL test the temperature in Europe on Tuesday night,
when we play the away leg of our tie against Dundalk; but in the
League, it's next stop SWANSEA next Saturday. And if you're
planning to go by road to the game at Vetch Field, here is your
R.A.C. route. Remember, also, to allow extra time for your
journey, since motorway roadworks could cause delays.

The route starts on the A5047 (Edge Lane) or Queen'’s Drive,
and takes you to the M62 junction at Broad Green (where mile-
ages start). Then it's the M62 to Croft junction with the M6 (15
