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WHAT WAS

| was born in Portsmouth and lived there until
| left school and joined Bournemouth. |
started playing football when | was about 9 or
10. My Gran took me to a local park and
there were some lads playing football and one
of the managers asked if | wanted to start
playing. | joined in and | was asked to come
again at the weekend to play for a team
called Sparta Colts in Gosport. | played for
them for around four or five years and then
joined Warsash Wasps, a Sunday League
team. | was then playing for Sparta on a
Saturday and Warsash on a Sunday. | also
started playing for Gosport and Fareham
district side for the time | was at Secondary
School. | was then selected to play for
Hampshire and it was through them that | had
trials for England Schoolboys. | went up to
Keele University for a training week, but that
was as far as | got with them. | represented
South Central England and played against
such teams as the South West.

When | was playing for Warsash, | was
playing in a six a side toldrnament in
Southampton and a scout who used to be at
Bournemouth, Roy Banks, came up to me
and spoke to my dad and asked if | would like
to come along for a couple of training
sessions with the AFC Bournemouth School
of Excellence. That went well and | signed a
years contract. That year went well and | was
training with Larry Clay and | was offered
associated schoolboys forms which 1 signed
for two years and then Sean O'Driscoll offered
me a YTS. | have always wanted to be a
professional footballer, I've never thought of
being anything else so to get a YT was a
dream come true,

When | first joined, there were about 18 boys
at the club and we were doing all right. We
had a good team, but at the Christmas time, a
lot of the players were released and there
were just four of us left, myself, Danny Smith,
Brian Stock and Steve Lovell. It was a bit
strange because we had to do all the jobs
that 18 lads had been doing.

When we had 18 lads at the club, it was
difficult for some of them because they
weren't getting a game, but | was lucky, even
as a first year, because | was playing regularly
for the youth team and also had a few games
as a substitute with the reserves. It was quite
sad when all the lads went, but it gave the
four of us a much better chance of getting
taken on as professionals because there
wasn't as much competition. As a second
year YT, it was certainly a lot different than |
had ever expected. We were training with all
the professionals at the ¢iub and it was a very
big step up from training with the youth team.
It did help us though and all the professionals
at the club really helped us and it was good
for me.

The three of us who were left were the core of
the youth side and we did really well. We
reached the final of the South West Counties
League Cup when we lost on penalties
against Plymouth at Yeovil and came second
in the league. We also lost to Plymouth in the
FA Youth Cup in a game we shouldn't have
lost because we gave away a penalty in the
last minute, a dubious penalty as well! | was
always in the reserve squad, usually coming

on as a substitute and then by the end of the

season, | was lucky enough to get involved in
the first team.

It was at Stoke City last season that | was on
the bench for the first time with the first team
and although | didn't get on, it was a great
experience. |'d never been to a stadium like
that before. | know | didn't come on, but it
was really nice to be involved and to be part
of the team. Mel Machin had told me that he
was going to give all of us youngsters a
chance so when | was on the bench against
Chesterfield on the Tuesday afterwards, | was
really hoping to get on. | got the shout and
came on for the last half an hour or so. We
were 1-0 down when | came on so | like to
think that | helped to claw it back! | was a
little nervous when | came on because it was
just a completely different experience playing
in front of that many people who really want
the team to win. There is so much more
pressure on you to perform in the first team
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and help the team win. In youth and reserve
team football, you are always looking to win
but what's more important is how you are
playing and how you're progressing and
obviously looking to impress by playing well.
In the first team though it's completely
different, you have to play to win because the
result is all-important.

| came on for the last five minutes of the last
away game at Bristol Rovers which was
another great experience. It was their last
home league game of the season and they
had to win so there was a lot of pressure
because when | came on it was 2-2. There
was a massive crowd at the game and we
held on to get the draw.

By then | knew that I'd been taken on as a
professional so it was nice to know that | had
a contract and had got a couple of first team
games under my belt. | then went in to the
summer break to have a good break and get
ready for pre-season.

WHAT IS

| didn't expect to be in the team this season
because I'm such a young lad with lots of
people above me in my position. My
favoured position is central midfield, but I'd
play anywhere! | was very surprised at the
end of September to be on the bench at
Brentford, because in the week before, |
played for the reserves at Brighton and we
lost 7-1 and none of us played well in that
game! | came on at Brentford and got a few
touches. | got into the box anhd got 'hacked'
down for a definite penalty! It was just a pity
that the penalty was never going to get us
anything from the game.

| had a chance of starting the game at Bristol
City because Sean said that if Jamie Day
hadn't had any improvement with an ankle
injury that he had, | would start. Jamie was
alright though, but | did come on for him for
the last half hour. Garreth also came on and
it was superb when he equalised and it
helped to make it a memorable night. It was
a crazy game really, with people running on
the pitch and someone taking a swing at the
referee. | remember when | came off the
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pitch, we had to walk up the tunnel, which
was in their end of the ground and we were
getting abused, and bottles were thrown, so it
was a bit scary! My last appearance was
when | came on for Peter Grant against Notts
County and that was a poor night where
things just didn't go our way.

The team is doing well now, so it's going to

. be very hard to break in again. All | can do

now is to work hard at my game, play well in
the reserves and then hopefully get on the
bench again. Sean is willing to give everyone
a chance and because of that you have
something to aim for.

When Tony Funnell joined Bournemouth in September 1981, it was to
prove to be a masterstroke from David Webb as the striker's goals

helped the Cherries to promotion. It was to be one of the highlights of

his career as the following season, he was struck down by injury
which forced him to quit the full time game, but went on to become a
true hero in the history of our neighbours, Poole Town.

Tony was born in Eastbourne in August 1957 and started
his career with his local non-league club, Eastbourne
United. His goalscoring exploits in the Athenian League
alerted the attentions of league clubs and it was
Southampton who gave him his first taste of the
professional game, signing him in January 1977. He
made his Second Division debut for the Saints as a
substitute against Mansfield in August 1977 and scored
his first senior goal at Notts County lining up in the same
team as Ted MacDougall and Phil Beyer. It was to be
later in the season that he returned to the side and as a
substitute, he twice netted against Crystal Palace in a 2-0
win which was so vital in the bid for promotion. He kept
his place in the side and scored at Orient, which ensured
promotion and finished the season on 8 goals from 15
league appearances, and also scored in the League Cup.
He put his sensational start to his full time career down to
the sheer class of the players around him. "l was
fortunate because | was a young professional and | came
into a hell of a good side and it was my youthful
enthusiasm that helped me through that time. Every time |
started or came on as a sub | seemed to score and that
was down to the quality of players around me.”

He made just two First Division appearances for the
Saints and in March 1979, he moved to Gillingham where
again he enjoyed an excellent spell in front of goal,

_ becoming the sides third highest scorer despite making

just 12 appearances, "l had a good time when | joined
Gillingham and | scored a few goals, including two in the
last three games, but it wasn't enough because we
finished on 59 points, missing promotion by one point
and the championship by two points.”

His stay at Gillingham lasted exactly a year as after
starting the 79-80 season with the Gills, he was dropped
and had just a few starts from the bench, before
Brentford came in and signed him. It was to prove a time
in his career where he made himself very popular with the
Bees faithful and scored against Millwall on the final day
of the season to ensure the side stayed up. As Brentford
struggled the next season and a new man was put in
charge, he was again left out in the cold and desperate
for a move and that move came in September 1981 to a
Bournemouth side who fancied themselves for promotion,
"The new manager had taken over at Brentford and he
wanted his own players and he never really gave me a
chance. I'd had a good time at Brentford and | remember
scoring the goal which kept the side up. | wasn't given a
chance after that, but after playing in a reserve match
against Bournemouth, Harry Redknapp came in the
changing room to ask if | was interested in a move and
the next minute, David Webb signed me.”

As soon as Tony knew that Bournemouth were interested
in him, it was an easy choice to join, "It was easy, | liked
the area and obviously | wanted the opportunity for first
team football again. | came down to Bournemouth,
signed for the club, stayed with David Webb and trained
the next day. | then travelled to Halifax where | came on
as a sub to make my debut. We were losing 1-0 when |
came on and | read a back pass to the keeper and
nipped in and scored which was a good start for me.”

That game at the Shay was to prove to be the start of a
highly successful season at Bournemouth and he felt
straight away that he had joined a side destined for
promotion, "We were a good side with some very good
players for the league we were playing in. Every time we
played a game, we expected to win and we had some
great games. | remember the game at Stockport when |
scored twice in a 2-1 win and games like that were never
easy. It was always hard for a Southern team to go up to
places like that a get results, but we did it consistently,
which is why we were a successful side. Whether it was
on the training ground or in a match, | always looked to

score and my first home goal was against Bury which
was important because | always got on well with the
Bournemouth crowd and | was just delighted to score in
front of them.”

CONFIDENCE

The 81-82 season continued well and there was never a
time where Tony or his teammates felt that they weren't
going to gain promotion, "Four teams went up that
season and we were never out of the top few all season.
We had a lot of confidence and if anything, in the end we
were a little disappointed that we didn't win the league. |
think the game that really confirmed the fact we were
going to go up was when we beat Hartlepool 5-1. |
scored twice in that game and came really close to a
third. In my professional career, | never scored a hat
trick. I'd scored some in friendlies, but never in a
competitive game and that game was probably the
closest | ever came. | think everyone at the club then
knew that we were going up and | remember at the end
of the game everyone came on the pitch and | was
chaired off which was nice!” That game was the fifth
Bournemouth win on the trot and was followed by a
crunch game at Sheffield United which was far removed
from usual Forth Division fayre as a crowd of 18,593 saw
a 0-0 draw in a nail biting match, "That was nothing like
playing a Fourth Division game, they were a big club and
with the crowd, it was a very tense game to play in. We
went down to ten men and nearly nicked it in the end,
but it was a great game to play in.”

UNHAPPY

Promotion was confirmed in a 2-2 draw at Bradford on 8
May 1982 and despite achieving the clubs aim, the
manager wasn't happy! "He wasn't happy at all after the
game. We'd just got promotion and we sat in the
changing room with a manager who wasn't happy! We
all obviously wanted to win the championship, but
promotion was the main aim.”

HARDER

There were few changes in players for the 82-83 season
and Tony feels that a few additions needed to be made
prior to the kick off in the much harder Third Division,
"When you go up a league, | believe that you have to
bring in a couple of more experienced players. we hardly
made any at all and the inexperience did show during the
early weeks.” It couldn't have started any better for Tony
though as on 28 August 1982, he helped to kick off the
season in fine style at a sunny Dean Court with a brace in
a 3-0 win over Walsall, "The club had been in the
doldrums for many years and it was a great day because
many people felt that the club were back where they
belonged and as every club has in August, we had hopes
of more progression. | had a great start with those two
goals and then | scored twice at Wigan. It was going
well for me personally, | scored at Portsmouth and played
twice against Manchester United in the Milk Cup which
was a great experience.”

CHAOTIC
Just as things were going well for both the Cherries and
for Tony, disaster struck with David Webb leaving the

club amid chaotic scenes and Tony suffering from injury
that was to finish his professional career, "l started to have
injury problems and when | was out, the side were
hammered at Lincoln and then lost heavily at Orient.

Harry was then caretaker manager and | remember him
begging me to play at Sheffield United and | had to have
pain killing injections to get me through the game. We
drew 2-2 and | scored, but | knew as soon as | got back
into the changing room that things weren't right.”

BLOW

Things certainly weren't right and that goal against the
Blades was destined to be his last for Bournemouth. On 5
February 1983, he was forced off the pitch in a 4-2 defeat
at Exeter and that was to signal the end of his career as a
professional footballer, "It was a massive blow for me to
say the least. | had lots of injections before the end of
that season but it was never going to be right and | had to
retire from the game. | stayed in the area and for a couple
of years and kept myself as fit as | could and then decided
to have a go at non-league football.”

SHARPNESS

Tony then joined Poole Town where he not only played for
a very successful Dolphins side, but also worked for the
club, "I couldn't train all the time, but | kept my sharpness
and was able to play in the games.” In the 86-87 season,
the Dolphins won the Southern League championship to
gain promotion to the Premier League, although the
achievement was overshadowed by the Cherries success
a few miles away, "Poole Town never really got the
recognition they deserved that season, for me, it was a
fantastic time and | scored over 40 goals for the side and
it meant that | had gained promotion with all the local
teams, Southampton, Bournemouth and then Poole
Town.”

DECLINE

Tony continued to appear for the Dolphins in the Southern
League Premier Division and he now casts a sad eye over
the decline of what was the areas top non-league club,
"It's a shame, it's terrible. They are lucky though that they
people behind them who have never given up on them.
They shouldn't be in the position that they are in now and
the people who have always supported them deserve
better.”

MEMORY

Tony then left Poole and did various jobs in the area and
for the past four years, he has been coaching in schools.
As all ex-professionals though, Tony misses the game and
he looks back at his time at Bournemouth with fond
memories of a highly successful time, "Obviously getting
promotion is a great memory for me, particularly as | was
top scorer. The start of the 82-83 season was very good
too, there was so much optimism around the place and to
score twice in a higher division was especially pleasing. |
do miss the game, | miss the changing room banter and
being involved in the game every day most of all.” It's
many years now since Tony Funnell last pulled on a
Cherries shirt, but no-one who was a regular at the games
in that exciting 1981-82 season could deny the fact that
he was a true past master.

Bournemouth went into the game looking for their first league points of the season after
having lost the opener at Barnsley 1-0. Luton meanwhile were looking to build on a first
day 3-0 success over Barrow. The Cherries were playing their second game at Dean Court
in a week after beating Bristol Rovers 3-0 in the League Cup whilst Luton had drawn 1-1
with Peterborough, they later won the replay 5-2. 9,735, the third largest Division Three
crowd of the day, turned up for the match, and the majority went home disappointed as a
first half goal from Malcolm MacDonald, prior to be dubbed 'SuperMac', settled the match.

THE PROGRAMME
1960's programmes are always popular with collectors and nice to look back at, but
unfortunately very few contained articles of any substance. The Bournemouth programme
had a new cover design for the 1969-70 season, although much of the style and content
inside remained similar to that of previous seasons. The 16-page issue for the Luton game
“ cost 1/- (5p) and kicked off with a list of club officials, admission prices and ground regulations. To stand on the
South End that season cost 5/- (25p) for each first team match whilst a seat in the Centre Stand would take care of a 10/- note
(50p)! Next came a full page article on coaching methods which looked as if it had been taken straight out of a book!
Supporters would have probably preferred an update on matters at Dean Court as the only club comment came in Dickie
Dowsett's Cherry Bees Pools report. The visitors received remarkably good coverage spread across three pages and included
one of only two pictures inside the programme. The other was of the Cherries Eddie Rowles, the subject of the player profile,
albeit filling just half a page. This was Bournemouth's first home league match of the season so details of the entire playing
staff were also included. Many of the players listed were to distinguish themselves at Dean Court and elsewhere in future
years including Kieron Baker, David Jones, Roger Jones, Ted MacDougall and Tony Powell whilst Trevor Hartley was
destined to undertake coaching duties at both Bournemouth and Luton. The fixture list occupied its traditional spot inside the
back cover leaving team line-ups and the key to the half time scoreboard to complete the programme. Never mind the lack of
content, the players names alone stir up a lot of memories!

THE PROGRAMME
Luton produced an attractive, well designed programme for the Cherries visit. Almost entirely
in colour, it was lavishly illustrated with a splendid variety of features. Previous matches between the clubs were highlighted

in the visitors section including action from the 1-1 draw at Dean Court earlier in the season. There was good coverage of
affairs at Kenilworth Road on and off the pitch, with extensive commercial news and reports from teams at all levels.

Nostalgia and trivia fans were not disappointed either, whilst statisticians would have enjoyed the up-to-date club and league
details provided. On a light hearted note, I was amused to see the picture of a dog resplendent in a Luton shirt photographed
alongside the players on the kit sponsors page! Apparently he had his own sponsor, and that's more than some players have
been known to attract during a season! Seriously though, all the programme lacked was a current player feature or major
article, but nonetheless this was one of the liveliest programmes in the Second Division in 1998!
