The club reserves the right for
it’s stewards, servants, agents and Police to
remove from the ground any person who does
not comply with these rules and regulations,
or whose presence within the ground is, or
could reasonably be construed as constituting
a source of danger, nuisance or annoyance
to any other person. Throwing of any object
within the ground. Taking part in chanting of
an indecent or racist nature. Entry onto the
field of play or the surrounding track without
lawful authority or excuse. Additionally, the use
of threatening behaviour or abusive language
is strictly forbidden and will result in ejection
from the ground.

Parking

During last season numerous complaints
were made by the public regarding illegal,
dangerous and inconsiderate parking. In
response to theses justified complaints and to
minimise the dangers/inconvenience caused
by such activity, the police will actively enforce
the parking regulations.

Supporters are advised to use either the
Horse Fair Car Park (directly in front of main
north stand) priced £4 or in the Pleasure Fair
Meadow Car Park (on the junction of Oundle
Road and London Road). Alternatively the Key
Theatre has additional car parking available.

Posh should have opened the
scoring on four minutes after
a Caskey free-kick picked out
Willock at the near post, but he
glanced his header wide of the
target.

Paul Nicholls is the driving force
from midfield while experienced
goalkeeper Marlon  Beresford
is the man between the sticks.
Striker Enoch Showunmi is a
big threat from the substitutes
bench, so it is clear to see why
Luton have done so well.

Their success is made even
more incredible because at the
end of last season it appeared
there would be no Luton to start
the 2004-2005 campaign. A
spell in administration occurred
and their plight was featured on
a BBC2 programme ‘Trouble at
the Top’.

Those problems are behind
them now and they are out in
front as the race for promotion
hots up. Earlier in the season,
Posh lost 2-1 at Kenilworth Road
with Curtis Woodhouse on target
for Barry Fry’s men in a game that
Posh were unlucky not to take
something from.

Looking to add
experience to a young midfield
department, Luton snapped up
a man who had earned respect
wherever he played.

Kevin Nicholls

The tough-tackling midfielder
began his career as a trainee at
Charlton and quickly made an

Ahmet Brkovic

The Croatian midfielder is tidy
and hardworking member of the
squad, who agreed a new one-
year contract in the summer to
extend his stay at Kenilworth
Road into a fourth season.
Believing a move would be good
for his career, he refused new
terms at Leyton Orient in the
summer of 2001, to join Luton on
a Bosman free transfer - Orient
had signed him on a free from
HNK Dubrovnik in the autumn of
1999.

Peter Holmes

A two-footed midfielder, he came
to Luton as one of new boss
Ricky Hill's first signings after
impressing Hill while he was
coaching at Sheffield Wednesday.
Holmes has a good pedigree, he
is a product of the FA's School Of
Excellence, from the same year
as Michael Owen. After initially
being released in the summer of

2003 he continued to train with
the club and agreed a fresh deal
to stay with the Hatters.

Steve Howard

Rarely can £50,000 have been
better spent in football than the
fee Luton paid Northampton
Town on deadline day in March
2001 to prise the bustling striker
away from the Cobblers. He
has been the Hatters leading
marksman in for the last three
seasons and is a huge favourite
at Kenilworth Road - he was the
fans player of the year in 2002,
and the players’ player of the
year 12 months later.

Rowan Vine

The Basingstoke-born  striker
initially joined Town on a three-
month loan deal from Premiership
Portsmouth on the eve of the new
season but that arrangement was
extended in September for the
whole season after he had made
an impressive start to life as a
Hatter. His performances during
that month were recognised
when he was named as the
Powerade League One Player of
the Month.

Enoch Showunmi

The big striker will be looking to
build on his growing reputation
this season and continue the
good start he made to his
professional career, which
resulted in a close season call-
up to the Nigerian national squad
for the Unity Cup which was
staged in England. Enoch soon
established himself as popular
figure on the terraces and was
rewarded with a two-and-a-half-
year contract in February 2004.

RON BAYNHAM: England
international  goalkeeper who
was a key figure as Luton Town
were FA Cup finalists in 1959.
He impressed with Worcester
City before moving to Kenilworth
Road in" November 1951 and
contested a first-team slot with
fellow England keeper Bernard
Streten as Luton gained top-
flight status for the first time in
1954-55. Missing just one match
in both 1955-56 and 1957-58,
he was capped three times and
also represented the Football
League. He made 388 League
appearances for the Hatters
until injury ended his career in
May 1965 and subsequently
worked as an interior decorator
in Bedfordshire.

KIRK STEPHENS: Attacking
right-back who was ever-present
in Luton Town’s 1981-82 Second
Division title triumph. Initially
with  Nuneaton Borough, he
helped them finish Southern
League runners-up in 1974-
75 and followed David Pleat to
Kenilworth Road in June 1978.
He was voted Luton’s ‘Player
of the Year' in 1978-79 and
1983-84, scoring twice in 227
League games for the Hatters
before moving to Coventry City
in exchange for Ashley Grimes
in August 1984. Later rejoining
Nuneaton as player-manager
after a knee injury ended his top-
flight career, he also had a spell at
Barnet and worked for his father’s
building firm.

MITCHELL THOMAS:
Versatile England U-21
international left-back who had
two spells at Luton Town. Born
locally, he signed professional at
Kenilworth Road in August 1982
and starred as Luton reached
the FA Cup semi-finals in 1984-
85. He followed David Pleat to
Tottenham Hotspur for £275,000
in July 1986 and featured in
the 1987 FA Cup final, moving
to West Ham for £525,000 in
August 1991. Returning to Luton
in November 1993, he netted
six goals in 292 League games
overall for the Hatters prior to
joining Burnley in July 1999 and
was an experienced figure in their
1999-2000 promotion success.

BRUCE RIOCH: Influential
midfielder who was capped 24
times by Scotland after leaving
Luton Town. Signing professional
for Luton in September 1964, he
starred in the 1967-68 Fourth
Division title triumph and netted
46 goals in 149 League games
prior to joining Aston Villa for
£100,000 in July 1969. He was a

key figure in their 1971-72 Third
Division title success and moved
to Derby County in February
1974, helping to win the League
Championship in 1974-75. He
played for Everton, Derby again
and Torquay, since managing
Middlesbrough, Millwall, Bolton
Wanderers, Arsenal, Norwich
City and Wigan Athletic.

SYD OWEN: Long-serving
England international centre-half
who skippered Luton Town in
the 1959 FA Cup final. Signing
professional for Birmingham City
in October 1945, he moved to
Luton in June 1947 and starred
in their 1951-52 FA Cup run,
1952-53 promotion near-miss
and 1954-55 promotion success.
He was ‘Footballer of the Year’ in
1958-59 and netted three goals
in 388 League games before
becoming Luton’s manager for a
year in May 1959. Subsequently
Leeds United’s chief coach under
Don Revie until October 1975,
he then coached at Birmingham,
Hull City and Manchester United.
He died in August 1998.

MAL DONAGHY: Northern
Ireland  international  central
defender who gained a club
record 58 caps while at Luton
Town. He moved to Kenilworth
Road from Larne in June 1978
and was ever-present as Luton
won the Second Division title
in 1981-82 and were FA Cup
semi-finalists in 1984-85. Voted
‘Player of the Year’ in 1985-86,
he was an FA Cup semi-finalist
again in 1987-88 and starred
in that season’s Littlewoods
Cup final triumph. He netted
16 goals in 410 League games
for the Hatters prior to joining
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Dream Team by Leigh Edwards

Manchester United for £650,000
in October 1988, then returned
on loan before moving to Chelsea
in August 1992.

RICKY HILL: England
international  midfielder ~ who
was ‘Player of the Year’ when
Luton Town won the Second
Division title in 1981-82. Signing
professional at Kenilworth Road
in May 1976, he was ‘Player
of the Year’ again in 1982-83
and starred as Luton were FA
Cup semi-finalists in 1984-85.
He featured in two consecutive
Littlewoods Cup finals including
the 1988 Wembley triumph and
netted 54 goals in 436 League
games before moving to Le
Havre in July 1989. Reuniting
with David Pleat at Leicester City
in August 1990 and later as a
coach at Sheffield Wednesday
and Spurs, he briefly rejoined
Luton as manager.

Brian Stei

BRIAN  STEIN: England
international striker who scored
twice in Luton Town's 1988
Littlewoods Cup final triumph.
Moving to Kenilworth Road from

Edgware Town in October 1977,
he was leading marksman in
Luton’s 1981-82 Second Division
success and also starred as they
were FA Cup semi-finalists in
1984-85 and 1987-88. He joined
Caen in July 1988 and moved
via Annecy back to Luton in July
1991. Voted ‘Player of the Year’
for the second time in 1991-
92, he netted 130 goals in 427
League games overall for the
Hatters before joining Barnet in
August 1992. His younger brother
Mark also played for Luton.

MICK HARFORD: England
international striker who played
for Luton Town in consecutive
Littlewoods Cup finals including
the 1988 Wembley triumph.
Signing professional for Lincoln
City in July 1977, he had spells
with  Newcastle United, Bristol
City and Birmingham City prior
to joining Luton in December
1984. He starred as the Hatters
were FA Cup semi-finalists in
1984-85 and 1987-88, moving
to Derby County in January
1990 and returning to Luton
in  September 1991. Joining
Chelsea in August 1992, he then
played for Sunderland, Coventry
City and Wimbledon. He is now
Nottingham Forest’s assistant-
boss.

MALCOLM MACDONALD:
Ace marksman who was capped
14 times by England after
leaving Luton Town. Initially with
Tonbridge, he moved to Fulham
in August 1968 and moved to
Kenilworth Road in July 1969.
He was Luton’s top scorer in two
consecutive seasons including
the 1969-70 promotion success
and netted 49 goals in 88 League

games before being sold to
Newcastle United for £180,000
in May 1971. An FA Cup finalist
in 1974, he joined Arsenal for
£3383,000in August 1976 and was
an FA Cup finalist again in 1978
before injury ended his career. He
subsequently managed Fulham
and Huddersfield Town.

PAUL WALSH: England
international striker who was
capped five times while at Luton
Town. Signing professional for
Charlton  Athletic in  October
1979, he starred in their 1980-
81 promotion success and
moved to Luton in July 1982.
He was ‘Player of the Year’ in
1982-83 and leading marksman
in 1983-84, netting 24 goals in
80 First Division games for the
Hatters prior to joining Liverpool
in May 1984. Helping to win
the League Championship in
1985-86, he joined Tottenham
Hotspur in February 1988 and
was an FA Cup winner in 1991.
He later played for Portsmouth
and Manchester City until injury
ended his career.
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Meet Mike Newell

Mike Newell’s second
managerial appointment came
less than a month after his first
taste of life in the hot-seat had
ended on a sour note despite
the fact he had led his team to
promotion. Mike was not given
a new contract by Hartlepool
United, who finished runners-up
in Division Three in May 2003,
after taking the helm at the end
of November following Chris
Turner’s departure for Sheffield
Wednesday.

However, he was not out of the
game for long as he topped an
unprecedented vote to become
Luton Town’s new manager on
22nd June 20083, beating off
competition from the previous
incumbent Joe Kinnear and
former Cheltenham and Stoke
boss Steve Cotterill.

Hartlepool  chairman  Ken
Hodcroft took something of
a risk on the inexperienced
Newell, giving him the job with
the Victoria Park club placed at
the top of the league at the time.
The former Leicester, Everton
and Blackburn striker’s only
previous managerial experience
was at Tranmere Rovers, where
he was reserve team boss, and
Doncaster Rovers, where he
coached before accepting the
post at nearby Hartlepool.

Newell's career began with
his hometown club, playing for
Liverpool juniors before moving
to Crewe, where he would return
in the twilight of his career. He
only made three appearances
for Crewe during his first spell,
but managed to secure a move
to Wigan where he established
himself as a professional.

He signed for Luton in January

1986 and made 63 league
appearances for The Hatters,
scoring 18 goals before moving
on to Leicester in September
1987. After two seasons with
The Foxes, the Liverpudlian
returned to Merseyside to play
for Everton before making the
move to Blackburn where he
helped take Kenny Dalglish’s side
into the Premier League and then
to the title.

Although Mike’s close friend
Alan Shearer and Chris Sutton
became the first choice strike
pairing in the championship
winning season of 1994-95, Mike
made a telling contribution and
played regularly as a substitute.
He also set a new record in the
Champions League the following
season scoring the fastest ever
hat-trick in the competition with
his quick-fire ten-minute treble
against Rosenborg.

In total Newell played over 500

league games for 14 clubs in a
19-year professional career that
saw him compete at every level.
After leaving Blackburn he signed
for Birmingham then Aberdeen
— after loan spells with West Ham
and Bradford — then returned to
England with Crewe and played
out his career at Doncaster and
finally Blackpool. He also played
international football for England’s
under-21 and ‘B’ teams.

Having moved into coaching
and now management, Newell
will be hoping he can use his brief
experience at Hartlepool to good
effect as he looks to take Luton
forward.

Mike continues to take his
UEFA coaching badges and
also began the Certificate of
Applied Management at Warwick
University in the summer 2003
as he further develops his
knowledge and experience in a
profession that he is still relatively
new to.

Welshman Gareth Jelleyman
like many players is happiest
when he is playing regular first
team football so to be only a
substitute in Saturday’s defeat
at the hands of Swindon Town
at London Road was a big
frustration for the Peterborough
United defender.

Jelleyman was one of six
changes to the Posh starting
line-up following the 4-0 defeat
against Barnsley at Oakwell
and had to be content with an
appearance as a second half
substitute in the home reverse
against Andy King’s Swindon
Town.

However, it didn't get much
better for the hard-working
defender at Oldham Athletic on
Bank Holiday Tuesday as he was
forced off the field with a pulled
hamstring, which could keep him
out for up to five weeks. Jelleyman
said: ‘I feel | have been quite solid
in my performances of late, but
| didn’t play last weekend so |
was obviously gutted. However,
it is the manager’s decision who
picks the team, | just hoped | get
the opportunity to get back into
the side sooner rather than later
and | was in the team at Oldham.
However, | pulled my hamstring
when | went in for a tackle and
it looks like | am going to be out
for a while.

‘I am happy at the club, but we
will have to see what happens at
the end of the season. As long as
| am playing, | am happy so | just
want to work hard and make sure
| give the manager no option but
to select me in the starting line-
up,” the long-serving Jelleyman
said.

The Boxing Day fixture with
Swindon Town saw the London
Road management revert back to
a 5-3-2 system with Mark Arber
joining on-loan to play as one of
three centre backs. Andy Legg
was given the left-wing back role
and Jelleyman concedes he is
more likely to play at full-back in
a 4-4-2 formation.

‘| prefer any formation as long
as | am playing, but | have more
chance as left-full back in a 4-4-
2 system. If Barry wants me to
do a job as a wing-back then |
am quite happy to do that role,
but we have a few players who
can play on the left-hand side,’
Jelleyman continued.

The energetic Jelleyman had
a loan spell at League Two outfit
Boston United earlier in the year

and it was rumoured that he could
be set for a permanent move to
York Street, but he has been a
regular in the Posh side in recent
weeks and with Peter Kennedy
sidelined due to injury, he has a
great chance of continuing in the
side.

Jelleyman has made 80 league
starts in his career so far with
Posh in a spell that is fair to say
has been restricted with injuries.

He hasn’t managed a career
league goal according to the
record books, but he came very
close in a league game against
Stockport County a year ago, but
defender Mark Arber managed to
get the final touch in a 2-0 win at
London Road.

It has been a tough season on
the pitch for Posh and Jelleyman
has only featured in four wins in
the 2004-2005 campaign and
manager Barry Fry will be hoping
for better things now the calendar
year has turned into 2005.
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Past Times

Posh welcome Luton Town to
London Road looking to improve
on a dismal record against the
Bedfordshire side. In 17 previous
League meetings of the sides,
we have managed only three
victories, two of which date back
to the mid-1960s. Our record in
cup competitions is equally as
bad - the Hatters having twice
knocked us out of the League
Cup in addition to winning an FA
Cup meeting in 1983.

THE 1960S

The two teams met for the
first time at London Road in
November 1963, when a goalless
draw was the outcome. The
return took place the following
March when Roy Horobin’s first
minute strike set Posh on their
way to a 3-2 win against as
Hatters side fighting relegation to
the old Fourth Division. Despite
that setback Town managed to
avoid the drop so the sides met
again the following September at
Kenilworth Road. Tony Moulden
opened the scoring for Posh
but John O’Rourke’s equaliser
ensured the points were shared.

It could have been worse for
Posh had O’Rourke not seen a
later effort disallowed for a foul.
The final match during these early
meetings took place at London
Road in February 1965 (see
opposite).
THE 1980S

Promoted to the top flight
under David Pleat in 1981-82,
Luton provided daunting FA Cup
third round hosts to Posh the
following season. Nevertheless,
Fourth Division Posh travelled
to Kenilworth Road hopeful of
causing an upset, and Colin
Clarke's early close-range miss
raised optimism levels further
before Town took a contentious
lead when referee John Martin
awarded a penalty for Neil Firm’s
challenge on Paul Walsh. Brian
Horton successfully converted
beyond David Seaman. England
international Ricky Hill added a
second goal just before half-time,
after which Luton dominated. Paul
Walsh's goal ten minutes from
time completed a comfortable
Luton win.

THE 1990S

The first League meeting of
the sides in 27 years took place
at London Road in October 1992,
when our rise to the new First
Division coincided with Town’s
relegation from the top flight.
Home fans among the 7,125
crowd enjoyed taunting Luton’s
summer signing Steve Claridge,
but the former Cambridge striker
had the last laugh, helping the
Hatters to a 3-2 win courtesy of
two Phil Gray goals plus another
from Paul Telfer. Posh’s goals
came from Tony Adcock and
Gary Cooper.

It finished 0-O in the return

match on the penultimate
Saturday of the campaign and
it was goalless again when the
sides met at London Road the
following Christmas. Posh were
relegated at the end of the
1993-94 campaign and a 0-2
Kenilworth Road defeat towards
the end of the season did little to
aid their survival chances. Clashes
resumed in Division Two in 1996-
97 with Luton recording a pair of
victories to help condemn Posh
to another relegation in Barry
Fry’s first season in charge.

RECENT YEARS

After a four-year break,
meetings resumed following our
promotion to the Second Division
in 2000. Having dumped us out
of the League Cup early in 2000-
01 the Hatters also dominated in
League combat when, despite
relegation, they gained a 1-1
draw here then won a Boxing
Day encounter 3-2 at Kenilworth
Road. Bouncing straight back to
Division Two under Joe Kinnear,
Town’s first game on their return
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by Matt Hill

saw them welcome Posh to
Kenilworth Road, where goals
by Francis Green, Andy Clarke
and debutant Adam Newton
earned us a 3-2 win — our only
League victory over Luton since
1965! Since then the best we
have managed was a 1-1 draw
at Kenilworth Road last season.
Last time out at London Road
it finished 2-1 to the Town, for
whom Steve Howard and Ahmet
Brkovic were on target.
MATCH OF THE DAY
06 FEBRUARY 1965

Coming just one week after
Posh had knocked Arsenal out
of the FA Cup this Third Division
encounter attracted Anglia TV
cameras and a bigger than
average London Road crowd of
12,946. No doubt many of those
fans were expecting an avalanche
of goals against a Town side
fighting to avoid relegation to the
basement. FA Cup finalists as
recently as 1959, the Hatters had
plummeted from the top flight in
recent years, prompting manager
Bill Harvey’s resignation earlier in

the campaign.

In the event it took Posh until
early in the second half to break
down a stubborn Town rearguard
boosted by the appearance of
debutant wing-half Jim Gibson.
Not surprisingly it was top
scorer Derek Dougan who broke
the deadlock, the charismatic
Irishman slamming home from
close range. Ollie Conmy swept
home Posh’s second goal beyond
the injured Luton goalkeeper Roy
Baynham.

THAT MONTH AT
LONDON ROAD:

Cup fever swept through
Peterborough as Posh
progressed to the fifth round of
the FA Cup with a dramatic 2-
1 home win over once-mighty
Arsenal. The Gunners lead
through teenage striker Jon
Radford’s early opener before
second half goals from Derek
Dougan and Peter McNamee
earned Posh their most famous
giant-killing victory. The fifth round
draw rewarded Posh with another
home tie as Gordon Clark’s team
were paired against last season’s
semi-finalists Swansea. Posh
eventually reached the quarter-
finals where they bowed out to
Chelsea at Stamford Bridge.
THAT MONTH IN FOOTBALL:

Ten current and former
professional  footballers  were
found guilty of “fixing’ matches,
and all were given prison
sentences at Nottingham Assizes.
They included two England
internationals, Tony Kay and
Peter Swan. It was proved that
they were both part of a betting
ring while at Sheffield Wednesday
between 1960 and 1963, and

both were banned from playing
football for life. Meanwhile, Sir
Stanley Matthews bowed out of
football after helping Stoke City
beat Fulham 3-1 six days after
his 50th birthday.

This venture has been
particularly successful in the
run-up to Christmas. Recently
the trust made Sam Jordison,
the man who famously dubbed
Luton “the worst town in the
country”, eat his words and sign
up to the trust.

Til's membership figures are
steady as the board keeps the
trust ticking over and organising
fund-raising events.

NEW REPORT
REVEALS FURTHER
DEVELOPMENT OF

SUPPORTERS’ TRUSTS

The Football Governance
Research Centre’s latest annual
report contains ample evidence
that the supporters’ trust
movement continues to grow.

Membership of supporters’
trusts has continued to increase.
From 16,067 in 2001 it grew
to 46,052 in 2002, 65,766 in
2003 and 72,312 in 2004. A
quarter of all Premier League,
Football League and Conference
clubs now have supporter
representation on the club board.
Funds raised by trusts last season
totalled £2.103,726, compared
with £2,039, 788 in 2002/08.

36 per cent of trusts have
links with local schools and 37%
links with disabled groups and
55% with the local business
community.

Eight supporters’ trusts have
either majority ownership or
control of their football clubs:
Brentford 60% option
4 directors on the board

York City 85%
Lincoln City 36%
(+ 14% by proxy)

Chesterfield 70%
AFC Wimbledon 100%
Exeter City 62%
Enfield Town 100%
AFC Telford 100%

There is a strong correlation
between the success of
supporters’ trusts and whether
or not a club has faced some
form of insolvency proceedings
or entered a CVA (creditors’
voluntary agreement). Between
seasons 2000/01 and 2003/04
twenty-three  clubs in  the
Football League or Conference
found themselves in such a
predicament: Barnsley, Bradford
C, Bury, Carlisle U, Chesterfield,
Darlington, Exeter C, Halifax T,
Huddersfield T, Hull C, Ipswich T,
Leicester C, Lincoln C, Luton T,
Notts Co, Oldham A, Port Vale,
QPR, Swansea C, Swindon T,
Telford U, Wimbledon (MK Dons)
and York C. In every case a new
supporters’ trust was formed or
an existing one reinvigorated.
Out of the 23 trusts, five have a
majority of the shares or control
of the club, whilst fifteen have a
significant shareholding. Across
the board these trusts can boast
membership amounting to 20%
of the average home gate.

NEWS FROM
OTHER TRUSTS

There have been many rumours
about an imminent change of
ownership at  Championship
club  ROTHERHAM  UNITED.
Amid reported bids from various
consortia  Rotherham  United
Supporters’ Trust (RUST) are
rallying support for their own
take-over plan, which could
involve a new council-backed
community stadium, either at
Millmoor or another site.

There have been further
developments at  CARLISLE
UNITED, where local benefactor
Brooks Mileson has promised
to hand over £600,000 to the
supporters’ trust, thus enabling it
to purchase a 40 per cent interest
in the club. The 57-year-old, who
recently sold two of his companies
for £46m, already provides
financial support to Scottish
League club Gretna, the Albany
Northern League and a number
of non-league outfits, including
Whitby ~ Town,  Scarborough,
Bedlington, Penrith, Tow Law
Town and Workington.

A few words with our
counterparts at BARNSLEY
before Posh’s recent away match:
“How do you get on with Peter
Ridsdale [the club chairman,
formerly of Leeds United]?” The
answer: “Fine, no problems”.
Ninety minutes later, after he fails
to turn up for the game, there
is speculation on the local radio
about Mr Ridsdale’s future. A
couple of days later he resigns.
It just shows how quickly things
can change in football....
