SIMPLY BY LOOKING BACK AT

HIS DEBUT FOR WYCOMBE IN
FEBRUARY 2012. A RESOLUTE

BY EXAMPLE IN A PREVIOUSLY
SHAKY BACKLINE, EARNED A
CLEAN SHEET, AND HE THUMPED
HOME A HEADER AT THE OTHER
END TO DEMONSTRATE HIS
THREAT IN ATTACK. 5-0, JOB DONE,
AND THE ADAMS PARK FAITHFUL
KNEW EXACTLY WHAT THEY WERE
GOING TO GET FROM THEIR NEW
CENTRE HALF.

It was the same story throughout
his 17 years as a professional,
which sadly came to an end last
week with news of his retirement
from the game due to injury.
Having battled back from a broken
arm and dislocated elbow over
the summer, the Doc was ready to
play his part in Gareth Ainsworth’s
new-look Wycombe team before
suffering a serious knee injury

in the final pre-season game

at Barnet.

Even during his absence from
the pitch, the 34-year-old was

a huge influence around the
dressing room, continuing the
earn the utmost respect from his
team-mates as he kept spirits
high and used every piece of his

knowledge and experience to
assist the players and
management staff.

And you’d be hard pushed to find a
player with better experience than
the Doc. 501 club appearances at
every level, plus 34 caps for the
Republic of Ireland, shaped Gary
into a “model professional” in the
words of Ainsworth, who was a
team-mate of his when he arrived
at Adams Park.

Doherty went on to play 60 times in
total for the Chairboys, many of them
as captain, and his last competitive
fixture came — fittingly — with a
clean sheet against league leaders
Chesterfield last season.

Speaking to ‘Quarters’ this week,
Doherty takes us right back to the
start of his career, when he made
his name in the game on the books
of today’s opponents, Luton Town.

“l loved my time at Luton,” he said.
“John Moore was the youth team
manager at the time and he was
outstanding. He really developed
me and took me under his wing,

s0 | owe him a great deal. With

his help | got into the first team
under Lennie Lawrence, and things
seemed to go well for me. Lennie
was an old school coach and his
man management skills were terrific.

“About six months into my time of
playing regularly for Luton, | heard
there were bigger clubs looking at
me and | was fortunate enough to
be given the chance to join Spurs.
I'd always liked them as a club and
they were fairly local, so it was a
great move for me.”

He wasn't wrong. A £1million switch
to the Premier League in March
2000 instantly gave the Doc the
chance to shine on the international
stage, earning his first cap for the
Republic of Ireland a month later
against Greece.

He also had a knack for scoring
important goals, including the
opener in the FA Cup semi-final

against Arsenal in 2001 on the same
day that Wycombe faced Liverpool at
the same stage of the competition:

“In that FA Cup run, we beat West
Ham in the quarters and everyone was
hoping we’d get Wycombe in the next
round! They were a club from a lower
division and even though they’d beaten
some good teams to get that far, we
wanted to avoid Arsenal and Liverpoal
and we felt playing Wycombe would
have been our best route to the final.

“Unfortunately we got drawn

against Arsenal, who had a really
strong team that year with the likes

of Pires, Bergkamp and Henry. | scored
to put us 1-0 up but we couldn’t hold
on and ended up losing 2-1. It was
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| a year ending in 1 which has a lot of
significance to Spurs, so we really

| thought it was going to be our year,
| but it didn’t work out for us.”

The Doc’s career was on the up,
excelling for Spurs and Ireland alike,
and his international honours hold
particularly fond memories for him,
although a broken leg in the build-up
to the 2002 World Cup cruelly

1 robbed him of the chance to play

on the biggest stage of all.

“I've got some great memories of
playing for Ireland and got a couple
of last minute winners for them, as
well as scoring at home to the USA.
Winning 34 caps is a very proud

B

achievement for me and I'll never
forget my home debut at Lansdowne
Road, singing the national anthem in
front of all those fans. It's something
that will stay with me forever.

“| never played in a major tournament
and that’s perhaps my biggest regret,
but I'll always look back with pride at
representing my country.”

At this stage of his career, Doherty
was a rare breed of player who was
equally comfortable in defence or
attack, something which eventually
became a factor in his decision to

leave White Hart Lane for Norwich City:

“After four years at Spurs, | still hadn’t

really settled into one position. | didn't
have a preference which position

| played, but | didn't want to keep
moving around the team. It got to the
point where | was playing in defence
for Spurs on the Saturday and then
up front for Ireland on the Tuesday.
Having said that, | would have played
anywhere for my country because it
was such an honour to play for them,
and it possibly helped me win a few
more caps because | was a useful
sub that they could bring on either in
defence or attack.

“So | felt it was the right time to move
and Norwich gave me the chance to
move to centre-back permanently.
Ironically, as soon as | signed for
them, they had a few injuries and |
ended up playing up front for a bit!”

Doherty became a regular starter in
the Canaries’ defence for a number

of years and won a supporters’ player
of the year award for his efforts.

He later found himself working under
the guidance of former Wycombe

boss Paul Lambert, who arrived at
Carrow Road in unusual circumstances
having seen his Colchester side thrash
Norwich 7-1 on the opening day of the
season before taking the managerial
hotseat a couple of weeks later.

“I have to say, that 7-1 defeat was one
of my worst days in football. It's funny
how it came around that Paul Lambert

took over and then turned the whole
club on its head. We went from losing
that game to absolutely dominating the
division and winning the league, and
then obviously he took Norwich into the
Premier League the following season.
I'm a big fan of Paul's — | know he’s
finding it hard at Villa at the moment
but he worked miracles at Norwich

and | hope it works out for him.”

Gary possibly became a victim

of Norwich's success as he was
transferred to Charlton Athletic that
summer, where he had the task of
attempting to repeat the Canaries’
triumph of the previous year, After
making 46 appearances in his first
season, a managerial change forced

Doherty out of the side, and a move
to Adams Park was on the cards:

“I don’t think | was the new manager’s
cup of tea and then the chance to join
Wycombe came about. | didn’t know
much about them, other than their
recent history in the two cup runs,

but what really persuaded me to go
there was the fact that their manager
at the time, Gary Waddock, had been
my captain at Luton and I'd always
had a lot of respect for him.

“When he called me, | was keen to listen,
and he said they were struggling at the
time but he wanted me to help them

out. So | went there on loan with Hayesy
(Paul Hayes) and a couple of others, and
together we all helped the team to pick
up some good results.

“Unfortunately we couldn’t quite stay

up but I'd settled in nicely and got on well
with the lads, so when Gary offered me

a two-year deal that summer, it wasn't

a hard decision to sign.”

However, within six weeks of the new
season starting, Waddock had left the

club and Doherty had a new manager

— a certain Gareth Ainsworth — who
came through a successful spell as
caretaker to take on the role full-time
and steer the club to safety.

“I don’t think the gaffer gets enough
credit for the job he did in keeping us
up that year,” he said. “He took over
at a horrendous time and when you
consider it was his first job, to get us
where he did that year was nothing
short of sensational. At that time, |
knew he had something about him
and he’s proving that now.”

Doherty played 22 times for the Blues
last season, hitting a good run of form
as the Wanderers looked to be turning
a corner in February, before injury
struck with a nasty arm break and
elbow dislocation forced him off the
field against Chesterfield. It ruled him
out of action for the rest of the season
and he was forced to watch as his
team-mates struggled in the battle for
survival, before making the impossible
possible on the final day at Torquay.

“We were in good form and picking
up results, so | was looking forward
to playing my part in keeping us up.
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Unfortunately | then broke my arm
and had to watch the end of the
season from the stands, which was
agony for me but luckily the boys
pulled it out of the bag.”

The Doc signed a new contract in

the summer as Ainsworth rebuilt his
squad with the arrivals of a number of
new signings, but the injury at Barnet
ultimately ended his hopes of continuing
his fantastic career in the game:

“It's the hardest decision for any
footballer to have to make. You always
hope you'll be able to retire in your own
time when it’s right for you, but injury
has forced my hand and it's one of
those things you have to deal with.

"The gaffer has put together a really
strong team and | would have loved to
have been a part of it for the rest of the
season. | hope they can continue the
fantastic run they've been on because
there's a great set of lads in that
dressing room.”

Reflecting on his career as a whole,
the Doc had no hesitation when it
came to selecting the best player
he's ever played alongside:

“Roy Keane, without a doubt. He's
head and shoulders above everyone
else really. | was lucky enough to play
with some great players like Robbie
Keane, Sol Campbell, Ledley King

0

and Damien Duff, but Roy was a real
leader and definitely the number 1.”

And when asked to name his
biggest influences, there was also
one answer:

“The support that my mum and dad
have given me is amazing, through the
good times and the bad, The older you
get, the more you realise how good an
upbringing you were given, and | have
so much to thank them for.”

So what's next for the 34-year-old?

“After 20 years in football, | want to
take a bit of time off and have a break
to get my head around the idea of
retiring. After that, I've always been
interested in the idea of working in
a youth team or academy and I'd
love to give that a try to see where
it takes me. I'd definitely be open to
the idea of managing at senior level
if it works out for me, but I'll see
what happens.”

Everyone at Wycombe Wanderers
would like to pass on their sincere
gratitude for everything Gary

has done for the club during his
two and a half years at Adams
Park, and wish him success

with whatever the future brings.

Therefore we will be looking for new
blood to join us. The three Directors
leaving the Trust Board are Reg Rundle

(Finance), Garry Heath (Chairman of
FALL) and Keith Blagbrough (Minutes
Secretary). | would like to place on
record my appreciation of their efforts
on behalf of the Trust, and wish them
well for the future. Following feedback
from last year, we will be changing
the process for the election of
Directors, allowing the candidates an
opportunity to address the AGM or

a separate hustings meeting if there
are a significant number of candidates.

Finally | would like to thank and pay
tribute to the band of volunteers who
have saved our Club thousands of
pounds with their efforts including
selling programmes or ground
maintenance.

AS PETER TAYLOR'S SIDE GAINED

LEAGUE 2, LUTON WERE DOCKED
30 POINTS FOR VARIOUS FINANCIAL
IRREGULARITIES. THESE DEDUCTIONS
PROVED TO BE T0O BIG AN
OBSTACLE TO OVERCOME

AND THE BEDFORDSHIRE SIDE
FINISHED BOTTOM OF LEAGUE 2,
THEREBY LOSING THEIR FOOTBALL
LEAGUE STATUS. AT THE FIFTH
ATTEMPT, LUTON REGAINED THAT
STATUS WHEN LAST SEASON

THEY FINISHED AS CONFERENCE
PREMIER CHAMPIONS.

FIRST FOOTBALL
LEAGUE MEETINGS

These took place back in season
1996/97 in the old Division 2

— the third tier of English football.
The Hatters had been relegated
from Division 1 the previous May,
and the Adams Park meeting took
place in early September. Neither
side had started the campaign well,
each with just 3 points from their
first four outings. Making his one
and only appearance in Wycombe
colours was former England star
Ray Wilkins, who had just left QPR.

The first half was fairly even

with Bontcho Guentchev and
Graham Alexander going close for
the Hatters whilst Miquel Desouza
constantly looked dangerous at the
other end. The game’s only goal
came eight minutes into the second
period when Mitchell Thomas sent
over a cross which Andrew Fotiadis
headed down for David Oldfield to
tap home. Luton were generally
the better side thereafter but

Paul McCarthy almost rescued

a point when he hit the

woodwork with five minutes
remaining. The attendance for

this first competitive meeting
between the clubs was 6,471.

In the return at Kenilworth Road the
following April, Wycombe were under
a lot of pressure from the promotion
chasing home side but survived for

a goalless draw — a valuable point in
their battle against relegation. Oldfield
and Tony Thorpe were time and time
again denied by a defiant Wycombe
defence well marshalled by McCarthy
whilst Chairboys keeper Martin
Taylor was in fine form. Wycombe
could have won it late on but Paul
Read's shot was palmed away by

lan Feuer. The attendance on that
Tuesday evening was 7,626. Luton
finished third in the table but lost

out to 6th placed Crewe in the play
offs. Wycombe meanwhile finished

in 18th place, eight points clear of
the relegation zone.

The 2008 meeting resulted in a stalemate

MOST RECENT MEETINGS

It was a top versus bottom clash on
the occasion of the Hatters’ last visit
in December 2008. Peter Taylor's
Wycombe stood proudly six points
clear at the top with just one league
defeat from 19 outings. Luton, under
Mick Harford, having already been
docked the 30 points (see above)
were on minus 7 points. Without

the points deduction however they
would have been in a comfortable
mid-table position. Playing conditions
were difficult due to heavy rain and
the sides played out a goalless draw,
though both goalkeepers made
outstanding saves. Wycombe keeper
Scott Shearer made a fine diving
save to deny Kevin Gallen, while
Conrad Logan made an outstanding
double save to deny Magno Viera
and Matt Phillips. That afternoon’s
attendance was 5,567.

At the time of the Kenilworth Road
return in April, Wycombe were third

and needed seven points from their
last three games to secure automatic
promotion. They managed three of
those points with a 1-0 success but
already relegated Luton didn’t make
life easy for them. The first half was
fairly uneventful but Wycombe did
step up a gear after the interval.

The crucial goal came on 56 minutes
when John Akinde used his strength to
hold off the Hatters' defence and fired
past Dean Brill. It was his 7th goal in 9
games since joining on loan from Bristol
City, and that goal helped Wycombe

to an eventual 3rd place finish and
automatic promotion. The attendance
for this last competitive meeting
between the sides was 6,553.

RAMMELL'S BRACE WINS
THE POINTS

Apart from the win at Luton in April
2009, the Chairboys have managed
just one other victory against the
Hatters. That was also at Luton

and occurred back in January 2001
when two second half goals from
Andy Rammell secured a 2-1 victory
on a Friday evening in front of the SKY
TV cameras. Wycombe had been poor
in the first half and went behind when
Adam Locke’s fierce drive hit the post
and went in off the head of Wycombe
keeper Martin Taylor. Lawrie Sanchez
bravely made a triple substitution at

the interval and this turned the game.

UNHAPPY START
FOR GORMAN

The one cup meeting between

the sides came in an FA Cup

2nd round tie at Adams Park in
December 2004. This was John
Gorman'’s first game in charge

after Keith Ryan had been caretaker
manager following the departure of
Tony Adams. The Chairboys (12th

in League 2) were no match for
Mike Newell’s Luton side who were
riding high at the top of League 1.
Steve Howard headed over Frank
Talia in the 20th minute with the
home defence hoping in vain for

an offside flag. Wycombe pushed
forward in the second half but
conceded again when Kevin Nicholls
shot past Talia from 25 yards Howard
then completed the victory when he
headed past Talia for the second
time. Luton lost out to Brentford

in the next round but finished the
campaign as League 1 Champions.

That win was one of five Luton
victories to date at HP12 and in
addition they have left with a point
from each of their other four visits.
Everyone connected with Wycombe
Wanderers will thus be hoping that
sequence ends today!

JOHN BIGNELL WELCOMES VIV BUSBY BACK TO ADAMS PARK

WHEN RONNIE RADFORD CRASHED
HOME HIS ONCE IN A LIFETIME
STRIKE TO SEND HEREFORD UNITED
INTO THE FOURTH ROUND OF THE FA
CUP IN 1972, NOT ONLY WAS ITA TV
MOMENT CAPTURED FOR ETERNITY
AND DESTINED TO BE SHOWN AGAIN
AND AGAIN, BUT IT ALSO SIGNALLED
THE TEMPORARY HALT TO THE
UPWARD CURVE OF THE CAREER

OF ONE OF WYCOMBE WANDERERS’
MOST TALENTED PRODIGIES.

Viv Busby had been loaned by
Luton Town to First Division Newcastle
United to reunite the partnership with

Malcolm Macdonald that had flourished
at Kenilworth Road. Two goals in

three games — one which left future
team-mate but at that time England
captain Bobby Moore trailing in pursuit
— had the football press purring and the
St James' Park faithful believing that a
gem had been unexpectedly unearthed
and that further riches were ensured.

Radford's rocket and Newcastle's
abrupt cup exit to the non leaguers
sent shock waves through the Tyneside
club’s boardroom which halted the
expected transfer and led to Busby's
return to Bedfordshire. Two years
previously, Viv's arrival at Luton and
his goal scoring collaboration with
Macdonald had propelled the Hatters
to promotion to Division Two.

Following in the footsteps of uncle
Dennis and father Viv senior into the
Chairboys ranks, fifty goals in ninety
games had marked Viv out as the
most promising local prospect since
Tony Horseman five years earlier.
After a goalscoring first team debut
against Woking in November 1966
and a season that finished with eight
goals in fifteen senior appearances,
the future looked bright but his
progression at Loakes Park stuttered
as first Barry Darvill and then Brian
Lee failed to find a regular place in

their starting line ups for Busby's
enigmatic talent.

Deputising for Geoff Anthony, who
was on Welsh Amateur International
duty, Busby made his final Wanderers
appearance in an FA Amateur Cup tie
against Tooting & Mitcham United in
January 1970, A goalless draw ensued
but before the teams met again, both
Busby and the much lauded Anthony
played for Luton reserves in a Football
Combination fixture against Walsall.
Anthony returned to feature for
Wycombe in the following week’s
Sandy Lane replay but Busby's
performance was so impressive

that his amateur days were over

as Luton acquired his signature.

Viv's career with Luton ended when

he followed his former manager

Alec Stock to Fulham. In 1975 his six
goals helped his new club to reach the
FA Cup final. With Bobby Moore now in
the same team, the unfancied Second
Division side knocked out First Division
leaders Everton 2-1 in the quarter final
at Goodison Park with Busby scoring
both goals. First division football was to

follow with Norwich City and Stoke City.
