TONIGHT’S VISITORS

Luton Town are the visitors to the ABAX Stadium this
evening in the final group match of the Checkatrade
Trophy. The Hatters have already qualified from the
group, following wins-over Brighton U23’s and Milton
Keynes Dons, and the Posh need a win to be in with
a chance of qualifying for the latter stages of the ;-
competition. =

Nathan Jones was largely an unknown quantity when
he was appointed as manager of Luton in 2016, having
only previously been caretaker of Brighton for two
games in 2014. However, he's hit the ground running
in the managerial game, and has now managed Luton
in over 150 matches, boasting an impressive win
percentage of around 50%. -

He started his playing career with Merthyr Tydfil, before
joining Luton in 1995. He didn't play a game for the
Hatters, and went on to have a spell in Spain, before
joining Southend United in 1997. He played most of

his football, though, for Brighton and Yeovil Town, and
racked up over 550 appearances in his playing career.

Since our last encounter, the Hatters have signed
former Brighton, QPR and Sunderland man, Kazenga
Lualua. The winger has experience of both the
Championship and Premier League, but found himself
without a club at the beginning of the season, before
Nathan Jones picked him up in September. He spent
around 8 years with Brighton, initially on loan before
signing permanently in 2011, and was a regular
fixture in their team until Brighton’s Premier League
promotion season in 2016/17.
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Luton currently have one former Posh player in their
ranks. Experienced defender Alan Sheehan spent time
on loan with Posh in 2015, when he was a Bradford
City player. He joined Luton on loan in 2016, before
signing a permanent deal at the end of the 2015/16
season. The former Republic of Ireland International
has now played over 100 times for the club, and was a
regular fixture in the starting line up in their promotion
winning team of last season.

Last time the teams met was in August, when the
Posh ran out 3-1 winners at the ABAX Stadium. Jason
Cummings scored twice, and Siriki Dembele netted
once, before Danny Hylton notched a late consolation
goal for the Hatters. Posh, historically, have a mixed
record against Luton since the first competitive fixture
back in 1963. However, Posh are unbeaten in the last
four games between the sides, winning three and
drawing one.

The two sides met in the knockout stages of this
competition last season. Luton held the Posh to a 0-0
draw in normal time at Kennilworth Road. But Posh
progressed on penalties, when Ryan Tafazolli scored,
before Jonathan Bond saved the decisive spot kick, in a
shootout that ended 7-6.

Luton have been in impressive form in all competitions
this term, following on from their promotion from
League Two last season. They currently sit in

the League One playoff places, and sealed their
progression in the Checkatrade Trophy with a game to
spare.

He has since gone on to
become club captain, and led the
side to promotion last term, in a
season that brought up his century
of appearances for the club.
